EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Spring Cleanup

Keep Angleton Beautiful is hosting a two-day community effort focused on beautification and
environmental stewardship.

On April 24, the Butterfly Seed Ball and Tree Giveaway will include the distribution of 750 five-
gallon trees, including Eagleston Holly (Shrub Form), Shumard Oak, Swamp Chestnut Oak, Live
Oak, and Southern Magnolia. These species have been selected to support long-term canopy
growth, sustainability, and pollinator habitats.

On April 25, the Spring Cleanup is expected to engage nearly 50 volunteers in a citywide trash
pickup across four designated zones, while also providing residents with convenient disposal and
recycling opportunities through service stations including Heavy Trash, Data Shredding,
Electronic Recycling, Tire Recycling, Latex Paint Recycling, Flag Disposal, and Eyeglass Recycling.

Garden Day Cleanup

Staff is exploring opportunities for a community Garden Day or the use of a contract vendor to
assist with cleanup and maintenance of city gardens and landscaped beds to further enhance
beautification efforts throughout the community.

Yard and Business of the Month

Staff would like to have a discussion regarding the Yard of the Month and Business of the Month
programs, which were restarted in April. The Board is asked to consider establishing a schedule to



divide responsibilities for leading selections each month. Suzanne and Heather have volunteered
for May, and staff is seeking volunteers to fill June through October, with a goal of assigning two
board members per month.

Future Programs

Annual Tree Planting is scheduled for Friday, November 6, 2026 followed by the Fall Sweep on
Saturday, November 7, 2026.
