SUMMARY OF REQUEST:

The petition concerns a 0.19-acre property located within the Pepperidge Subdivision and is currently
zoned R-1C (One-Family Residential). The site is developed with a one-story, 1,172-square-foot residence
constructed in 2003. The applicant is requesting approval of a special exception to operate a Family
Personal Care Home serving four (4) clients. The applicant will not reside in the residence; instead, the
facility will be operated by on-site staff.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN CONSISTENCY:

This property is located within the South Augusta Character Area. The 2023 Comprehensive Plan envisions
the continuation of mixed housing types at low to medium densities in order to preserve the
predominantly suburban, single-family residential character of the area. The recommended development
patterns for the South Augusta Character Area include maintaining low-density single-family residential
development where it is the prevailing land use, encouraging infill residential development at densities
compatible with surrounding properties, and directing additional commercial development to major
intersections.

1. The applicant proposes to establish a Family Personal Care Home to serve four (4) residents, with
one (1) staff member assigned per shift.

2. The residence includes three (3) bedrooms and two (2) bathrooms, as well as a living room,
kitchen, dining room, and laundry room. No additions are proposed at this time.

3. There are no other licensed Family Personal Care Homes located within twelve hundred (1,200)
feet of the subject property.

4. According to the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) State Functional Classification
Map (2017), Stanton Court is classified as a local road.

5. Public transit service is not available in the vicinity of the subject property.

6. Public water and sanitary sewer services are available to the site.

7. According to the FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) the property is not located within a
Special Flood Hazard Area.
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8. According to the Augusta-Richmond County GIS Map Layer, there are no wetlands present on the
property.

9. The proposed use is compatible with surrounding land uses and is consistent with the 2023
Comprehensive Plan.

10. As of the completion of this report, staff have not received any notifications of opposition to the
petition as advertised.

RECOMMENDATION: The Planning Commission recommends Approval of the special exception to
establish a Family Personal Care Home with the following conditions:

1. The home shall be limited to a maximum of four (4) residents under full supervision. Any live-in
staff members will be included in the total occupancy count.

2. The backyard in its entirety shall be enclosed by a 6-foot privacy fence.

A successful Code Enforcement inspection is required prior to the issuance of a business license.

4. The applicant must obtain a City of Augusta business license and maintain a valid license with the
State of Georgia. Proof of compliance with the minimum requirements of Chapter 290-2-5-.18 of
the 0.C.G.A. must be submitted, along with annual inspection reports.

5. The home shall be staffed and operated in accordance with all regulations of the State
Department of Community Health governing Family Personal Care Homes.

6. No signage shall be permitted on the property.

[, Tae-Suk Meyers, am the legal owner of the property located at 3638 Stanton Ct,
Augusta, GA 30906, and hereby submit this Letter of Intent in support of the
proposed operation of a Family Personal Care Home within my single-family
residential dwelling. subject to all applicable local ordinances and state licensing
requirements.

I authorize and designate Linda Williams as the petitioner and day-to-day
overseer/operator of the family personal care home. The proposed operation will serve
no more than three (3) to four (4) adult residents, consistent with Georgia
regulations governing family personal care homes.

The purpose of the home is to provide a safe, stable, and supportive residential
environment for adults who require assistance with activities of daily living, including
meals, supervision, and personal care. The home will operate as a non-medical
residential care setting, and no skilled nursing or medical services will be
provided.

The residence will maintain the character, appearance, and function of a single-family
home. There will be no exterior signage, no commercial markings, and no
structural alterations inconsistent with residential use. The operation is designed to
be quiet, small-scale, and compatible with the surrounding neighborhood.

Parking will be accommodated entirely on-site within the existing driveway and
designated parking areas. Due to the limited number of residents and caregivers, the
operation will not require street parking and will not create traffic or parking
congestion,

The operation may include the future hiring of limited caregivers or support staff,
as permitted by Georgia Department of Community Health regulations. All staff will
be properly trained, screened, and employed in compliance with applicable
requirements, with staffing structured to avoid any adverse neighborhood impact.

All operations will comply with Georgia Department of Community Health
licensing requirements, local zoning regulations, and all applicable fire and safety
standards.

The property is not located within a subdivision governed by a Homeowners
Association (HOA), and no HOA restrictions apply to the proposed use. The
operation will remain within the approved scope, and any expansion or change in use
would require separate approval.
