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Receive an update on the petition for improvements to Diamond Lakes
Regional Park.

At the May 13, 2025, Administrative Services Committee, residents
presented a petition for various improvements to Diamond Lakes Regional
Park. The Recreation and Parks Department, in collaboration with Central
Services and Engineering, has conducted an assessment and provided a
response. The summary of findings and recommendations is attached.

Several of the items identified have already been resolved or can be
implemented at a moderate cost. The most costly requested items are
additional sidewalk installation near the park entrance and expansion of
security cameras across the park.

The total roughly estimated costs for all improvements is $691,000.
Currently, $500,000 is set aside for Diamond Lakes improvements in
SPLOST 8. With Commission direction, Recreation and Parks and Central
Services can prioritize requests for completion within these funds.
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
