Predator Control for Bird Houses

* Protect nesting bird from predators such as racoons, squirrels, or
snakes
 Mounting bird house on pole (e.g., “T post”) is a viable approach
* Predators can readily climb trees
* Flexible placement of bird house location

Approach

* City of Bastrop decides on project and locations of birdhouses (e.g., six)
* Example: City Hall detention pond, Fisherman's Park, Mayfest Park
* Augment Rotary members with “birders” such as Audubon Society

* Let people know these birdhouses exist and the purpose
e Assess results and next steps

e Rotary Club (ideally with the public) maintains the houses such as checking
at lest twice a year

* Birdhouses will weather and eventually need replacement for a limited cost
and time

* We may have a similar effort in Smithville
