BRISTOL FOURTH OF JULY CELEBRATION - 2026 
 

WHEREAS, the Fourth of July is a National, State, and local holiday; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Fourth of July is a holiday of particular significance to the citizens of the Town 

of Bristol; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Bristol has duly appointed a Fourth of July 

Committee and has instructed said Committee to hold appropriate events and ceremonies to

WHEREAS, the Fourth of July Committee has requested that it be permitted to sponsor certain 

activities and has requested certain authority in connection therewith.
