POABF (Peace Officers' Annuity and Benefit Fund): This fund pays to the state 
and helps pay police officer's retirement but, only if they are a member of the 
POAB and pay into the fund monthly themselves. 

DETF (Joshua's Law Driver's Education and Training Fund): This fund is paid to 
the state to help fund driver's education in the schools. At this time the county 
does not have a state funded driver's education program. 

POPTF (POPTF-A) (Peace Officer and Prosecutor Training Fund): This fund is 
paid to the state to fund educational classes for law enforcement and prosecutors. 

IDF (POPTF-B) (Indigent Defense Fund): This fund pays for the state to supply 
to the counties public defenders. Although municipalities contribute to the 
indigent defense fund, the city is left to pay for its own public defender. 

IDAF (Indigent Defense Application Fee Fund): IDAF fund is an application fee 
that is paid when someone pays for a public defender. The city keeps this money 
if it is determined that the person can afford to pay the fee, if not the fee can be 
waived or added to the fine if the person is found guilty. 

JAIL (County Jail Fund Jail Fund): This fund goes to the county to help 
maintain the jail although the city pays for boarding anyone that is arrested by 
the city police department. The additional boarding fee is paid from the city's 
general fund, but may be paid back through restitution by the arrested person. 

LVAP (Local Victim Assistance Program): Local Victim Assistance Program goes 
to the county to help support community programs for battered women and 
children, etc. 

LL (County Law Library): The Law Library goes to the county and supports the 
county Law Library which everyone has access to. 

Court Cost: Court cost is only one of two funds that the city retains. 

Tech Fee (Technology): Technology fee is the second portion of the fine that the 
city keeps. This fee is used for the purchase and maintenance of technical 
equipment for the police. 

CSI (Court/Police Software): CSI helps pay for the court and police department 
records information systems. 



CVEF (Crime Victim Emergency Fund): Crime Victims Emergency Fund goes to 
the state to help victims of DUI. 

DATE (Drug Abuse Treatment and Education Fund): This fund goes to the state 
to fund drug awareness in the schools and communities of this state. 

SGF (State General Fund): This fund goes to the state to help pay for the war on 
drugs and the GBI Crime Lab. 

BSITF (Brain and Spinal Injury Trust Fund): Brain and Spinal Injury Fund pays 
to the state to help victims of DUI's that have brain and spinal cord injuries. 

PHOTO (DUI Photo Publication): Photo fee is paid to the city which in turn pays 
it to the local news paper to run a picture of any convicted in this jurisdiction of a 
2nd or more DUI. The city uses this fee to publish a photo, in the local 
newspaper, of jurisdictional convictions of two or more DUI violations.
