PERSONNEL:

Andrew Collicott was sworn in at the March 17 council meeting. His first day was March 30, 2026. Officer Collicott’s training
will be abridged due to his 1 % years of experience. We are at full staff, although training for the last 2 that are in the academy
until May 15, will continue into late July or August.

Alexa Johnson has been hired to fill the 30 hour per week police clerk vacancy. She will begin on April 28.

TRAINING:

Officer Kraus attended a 2-day Peer Support training conference.

TRAFFIC ENFORCEMENT/CITATIONS:

During the month of October officers issued 77 traffic citations, 107 traffic warnings and 16 ordinance citations.

During the March 15 & 16 snow emergency, 47 parking citations were issued for on street violations, and 7 for alternate side
parking violations in the municipal parking lots.

ITEMS OF INTEREST:

An officer stopped a vehicle for a traffic violation. The driver refused to exit the vehicle to perform field sobriety tests, rolled
the window up and locked the door. After continued refusals the window was broken and the driver was removed. He was
arrested for operating while intoxicated-3 offense with a child under 16 as a passenger, and resisting arrest.

We had 2 separate incidents of counterfeit bills being passed at local businesses. One was a $10 bill and the other was a $20
bill. We were able to identify and interview the one who passed the $20 bill and he was cited with theft. He claimed no
knowledge of the bill being counterfeit. We do not believe both cases are related.
