An Ordinance creating a  moratorium on the use of Shared 

Electronic Scooters on the public right-of ways within the confines 

of Columbus, Georgia, through 11:59 pm on September 6, 2021; and 

for other purposes.   

 

THE COUNCIL OF COLUMBUS, GEORGIA HEREBY ORDAINS: 

 

SECTION 1. 

 

The 90-day moratorium on the operation of any business 

offering Shared Electronic Scooters for customer use on the public 

right of ways of Columbus, Georgia. This moratorium will expire at 

11:59 pm on September 6, 2021 unless lifted earlier by resolution 

of the Columbus Council. 

 

SECTION 2. 

 

 The purpose of this moratorium is to allow continued study of 

safety and congestion concerns pertaining to the use of such 

vehicles in Columbus, Georgia and propose appropriate regulations 

and restrictions on the use of such vehicles in Columbus, Georgia.  

 

SECTION 3. 

 

  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with 

this ordinance are hereby repealed.
