
EXPLANATION OF RESOLUTION 
 

The Columbus Airport Commission (the “Commission”) has applied for a grant pursuant 

to the Airports Coronavirus Response Grant Program to assist with continued operations and 

maintenance of the Columbus Airport. As is customary, the Commission has applied to the Federal 

Aviation Administration for grant monies to fund these activities.  

The funds from the proposed grant will be used to assist with operations, personnel, 

cleaning, sanitization, janitorial services, combating the spread of pathogens at the Airport, and 

debt service payments with the purpose of the grant being to prevent, prepare for, and respond to 

coronavirus. The FAA has agreed to fund one hundred percent (100%) of all allowable costs as 

defined in the Airports Coronavirus Response Grant Program.
