Now be it and it is hereby ordained by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Cartersville,
that the CITY OF CARTERSVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES CHAPTER 9.25 - HISTORIC
PRESERVATION. ARTICLE 1I. - HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION. SEC.
9.25-32. — HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION is hereby amended by deleting
Paragraph (c) and replacing it as follows:

1.
Sec. 9.25-32. Historic Preservation Commission.

(© Historic preservation commission members: Number, appointment, terms, and
compensation. The commission shall consist of seven (7) members appointed by the City
Council of the City of Cartersville. A majority of the members of any such commission shall
have demonstrated special interest, experience, or education in history or architecture; all the
members shall reside within the historic preservation jurisdiction of the city.

Members shall serve three-year terms. In order to achieve staggered terms, initial appointments
shall be: two (2) members for two (2) years; and three (3) members for three (3) years.
Members shall not receive a salary, although they may be reimbursed for expenses by the city
council. The city council will have the authority to remove any member of the historic
preservation commission appointed by it for cause, on written charges, after a public hearing.

It is the intention of the city council and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of this
ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Code of Ordinances, City of Cartersville,
Georgia, and the sections of this ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention and
any ordinance or part thereof not amended shall remain in effect and be unchanged.
