Executive Summary:  
The applicant is looking to expand the operations of the existing convenience storage at 430 
29th Street West within the City of Dickinson. This expansion would most likely consist of two 
phases of construction.  
 
The applications required will include the following:  


• A Minor Subdivision Plat; and  


• A Special Use Permit. 
 
Requests/Questions from the applicant:  
“Discuss Minor Plat and Special Use submittal and process. Discuss Site Plan requirements and 
submittal process. Discuss Storm Water Management Requirements and submittal 
process.” 
 
Project Description: 
“Five Star Storage is looking at an expansion to the existing convenience storage complex. 
A Minor plat will be needed to combine Lot 1, Block 1, Badlands Storage Subdivision and Lot 1, 
Block 1, Tweeten's 3rd Addition. A Special Use permit may be required for the proposed 
convenience storage use. Site plan submittal and Stormwater Management Plan 
submittal.” 
 
Documents provided to the City of Dickinson at the time of the development meeting: 


• Pre-Application Request Form 


• Preliminary Existing Conditions Map 


• Preliminary Proposed Conditions Map 
 
General Discussion Notes:  


• An expansion of existing use to the North. Will be expanded in phases. Northeast lot and 
lot currently in use are not one lot  


 
 
Listed below are the City of Dickinson’s comments related to your pre-submittal request: 
 
Planning: According to Section 34.030 in the City of Dickinson Municipal Code, a lot 
combination is defined as “An administrative combination of two (2) or more platted lots into a 
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lesser number of lots whose boundaries coincide with the lot lines shown on the recorded plat of 
the subdivision that meets the following criteria: 


1) Does not involve the vacation of existing easements; and 
2) Does not involve lots within more than one zoning classification” 


Since the proposed lot’s boundaries would not line up with any individual existing plat, and due 
to the request to vacate an existing easement, the proposed plat would not be considered a lot 
combination and is not eligible for the administrative Irregular Plat process.  
 
A minor subdivision is defined in Section 34.030 as “A subdivision, platted pursuant to NDCC 
§40-50.1, that meets all of the following criteria:  


a) Does not require the dedication of public rights-of-way or the construction of new public 
streets or public infrastructure;  


b) Does not land-lock or otherwise impair convenient ingress and egress to or from the rear 
or side of the subject tract or any adjacent property;  


c) Does not violate any local, state or federally-adopted law, ordinance, regulation, plan or 
policy; and 


d) Consists of four lots or less (Ord No. 1545 § 1)” 
The applicant’s proposed subdivision satisfies these requirements and would be considered a 
minor subdivision.  
 
This site is currently zoned Community Commercial (CC). According to Table 4-2: Permitted 
Uses by Zoning Districts, located in Section 39.04.005 of the Zoning Ordinance in the Municipal 
Code, convenience storage developments are allowed in CC-zoned districts upon City 
Commission approval of a Special Use Permit (SUP). In 2014, the City Commission approved an 
SUP for the current Five Star Storage operation. The applicant is proposing to expand the 
current operation onto the adjacent northeast property. Unless the proposed expansion is 
explicitly indicated in the existing SUP, major site changes require a new Special Use Permit to 
be obtained. An SUP can be applied for concurrently with a minor subdivision.  
 
Both requests for a minor subdivision plat and a special use permit require separate public 
hearings before the City’s Planning and Zoning Commission and final approval by the City 
Commission. If a completed application to the Planning and Zoning Commission is received by 
the first Friday of the month, more than likely it will be scheduled for public hearing the 
following month. Unless there is a holiday, Planning and Zoning Commission meetings are 
scheduled for the second Wednesday of every month at 7:10 AM.  
 
This site is located within 400 feet of the 3rd Avenue West right-of-way and is subject to the 
requirements and restrictions of the Corridor Overlay District detailed in Section 39.05.034 of 
the Zoning Ordinance. The applicant indicated a desire to expand the facility in two phases: The 
East and the West. City staff advises the applicant prioritize completing the East phase first in 
order to screen the West phase from the 3rd Avenue West corridor view.  
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Table 9-1: Minimum Off-Street Parking Requirements, which can be found in Municipal Code 
Section 39.09.003, states that convenience storage operations require 1 off-street parking 
space per every 20 storage units on-site. The applicant shall consider this requirement when 
finalizing site plans.  
 
The lot to the west of the applicant’s site is currently zoned Medium-density Residential (R-2). 
According to Table 8-2: Buffer-yard Requirements found in Section 39.08.005 of the Zoning 
Ordinance, developments in CC-zoned districts should be set back 20 feet from the lot line of 
any adjacent R-2-zoned districts. The existing buildings do not comply with this setback 
requirement. Since the existing buildings were constructed prior to the R-2 zoning, they are 
considered legally nonconforming and do not have to be brought into compliance provided the 
applicant is not pursuing any major alterations to those buildings.  
 
There is an existing utility easement along the western edge of Lot 1, Block 1 of Tweeten’s Third 
that the applicant has indicated they are looking to vacate. A petition for vacation can be found 
on the City of Dickinson’s website in the Forms & Applications portal on the City of Dickinson’s 
website. This form must be filled out and submitted back to the City in order to vacate this 
easement.  
 
Engineering: 


• Floodplain: Not applicable.  


• Streets: There is an existing approach onto 29th Street West. No new approach onto 3rd 
Avenue West will be permitted.  


• Traffic: No traffic study will be required for this expansion.  


• Water: The existing fire hydrant line must be extended to the north in order to provide 
coverage to the new development. The applicant should work with the City to enter a 
development agreement that would set the new and existing hydrants within a public 
easement. This ensures the City can maintain the hydrants and water main.  


• Sanitary Sewer: The applicant has indicated no new restrooms will be constructed, so no 
sanitary sewer extensions should be required.  


• Storm Sewer: The applicant must provide an updated stormwater management plan 
when applying for a building permit. The eastern edge of the lot could possibly be 
utilized as a stormwater detention pond, but it is up to the applicant to present the best 
possible options.  


 
Assessing:  
No comments. 
 
Fire Department: The applicant has indicated they do not want to be required to install a 
sprinkler system in the new buildings. Any buildings over 12,000 square feet require sprinkler 
systems or a fire barrier. The final plan must include an area wide enough to allow for fire truck 
turnaround so as to avoid any trucks getting stuck in the facility.  
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Parks & Recreation: 
No comments. 
 
Public Works: 
No comments. 
 
Buildings: Building fire suppression requirements by the City of Dickinson are no more stringent 
than the International Building Code. A building permit application will be required to follow 
the City of Dickinson Municipal Code. Plumbing inspections will be provided by the City of 
Dickinson. Electric inspections will be provided by the State of North Dakota.

Project Description 


 


 The applicant intends to construct the second and final phase of the master planned 


convenience storage facility at 430 29th Street West.   


 A Minor Subdivision Plat is required to combine the two lots into one. The intent is to remove 


the west boundary line of lot 2, block 1, Tweeten’s 3rd Addition and vacate the existing utility 


easement to allow for construction of a convenience storage facility. 


 A Special Use Permit is required for the proposed convenience storage use.  An existing special 


use permit was granted for this project in 2014.  A new special use permit will be required for 


this convenience storage facility due to site layout changes from the original master plan layout. 
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 A petition for Easement Vacation will be required to vacate a portion of an existing easement 


found on Lot 1, Block 1, of Tweeten’s 3rd Addition. Vacation of this easement is necessary for the 


construction of the convenience storage facility. 


 
Existing & Proposed Site Conditions 
 


 The existing site is currently being utilized as a convenience storage facility.  Phase 1 of this 
project was constructed in 2014/2015.  


 


 Current Land Use and Zoning: 
o The current zoning of this property is CC – Community Commercial. 


 


 Neighboring Uses: 
o East neighboring property is zoned LC-Limited Commercial and is currently a childcare 


center. 
o West neighboring property is zoned R2-Medium Density Residential and is currently a 


church/school. 
 


 Floodplain/Floodway/100-year Floodplain 
o The project site is not located within the 100-year floodplain. 


 


 Special Use Permit: 
o A special use permit will be required for this convenience storage facility due to site 


changes from the original master plan layout. 
o Land Use Compatibility: 


 The south half of the existing property is an existing convenience storage 
facility. 


 The proposed buildings will be similar in nature to the existing convenience 
storage facility buildings. 


o Site Development: 
 The current site fronts along 29th Street West with a single access. 
 Parking will be provided onsite at a minimum ration of 1 stall per 20 units. 
 All structures will be accessible to public safety vehicles. 


 The existing site has security gated access. Emergency vehicles have 
access through the security gate with the provided code. 


 The proposed site has ample turning radius around the proposed 
buildings to allow emergency service vehicle movements. 


 Site lighting will be provided from building mounted lights along the access 
lanes and parking areas. 


o Landscaping/Street Trees: 
 The proposed site will combine existing landscape areas with proposed 


landscape areas.   
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 A landscape buffer of 20’ is required along the western side of the property due 
to the neighboring R2 zoning.  A 6’ tall fence shall be installed within the buffer 
yard area. 


 The landscape depth along 29th Street is 20’ in depth, and the proposed 
landscape depth along 3rd Avenue is 72’ in depth. 


 The adjacent area along 3rd Avenue will be utilized for a stormwater 
detention pond. This pond will be a dry detention pond.  Landscape 
trees will be planted to help buffer the site from the view of 3rd Avenue. 


 
o Site Operating Characteristics: 


 Due to the nature of convenience storage, minimal traffic is expected to utilize 
site per day.   


 The proposed layout of the site keeps the interior drive isles inside the site with 
multiple buildings shielding traffic view from the neighboring properties. 


 No additional sanitary sewer improvements are necessary for the proposed 
buildings. 


 The existing watermain will need to be extended to the north end of the 
property with placement of a fire hydrant for required fire coverage. 


 Proposed Drainage: 


 Existing Storm Water Facilities include existing storm inlets and piping 
that flows to an existing underground stormwater detention system.   


 The current site generally drains to the Northeast toward 3rd Ave. West 
(ND HWY 22) The proposed site will generally follow the existing 
drainage patterns.  


 The existing site currently has an existing underground detention 
system which outlets through the site to the Northeast. 


 The proposed site will collect both onsite and offsite flows including the 
underground detention system flows and route the stormwater through 
the proposed stormwater pond located on the property adjacent to 
Highway 22.An outlet structure will be installed as a pond outlet to 
control stormwater flows. The outlet will flow into the western ditch of 
3rd Avenue, and flow north to an existing culvert under 3rd Avenue.

 General Description of work to occur: 
o Development will consist of Construction of an 8 multi-unit storage buildings 
o Relocation of existing Century Link/Lumen underground utility line 
o Site Grading to include stormwater pond construction 
o Watermain installation for fire hydrant coverage 
o Storm sewer and pond outlet construction 
o No sanitary sewer is required for this phase of construction 
o Concrete Pavement Installation 
o Parking striping 
o Landscape seeding/mulching, and tree plantings 
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 Construction Schedule/Sequence: 
o Construction will begin in the summer of 2025 and will be completed as soon as 


possible. 
o Construction will start at the east end of the project area in order to screen the west
