SUMMARY OF REQUEST

The purpose of the proposed final plat is to adjust the lot lines for lot 25. This plat creates lots
25A and 25B. Both are located in the Stage Run Subdivision off Mt. Roosevelt Road.



FACTUAL INFORMATION
1. The property is currently zoned R1 — Residential District
2. Lot 25A is comprised of 0.149 Acres + and Lot 25B is comprised of 0.141 Acres +
3. The subject property is located within a low-density residential designation.
4. The property is not located within a flood zone or flood hazard zone.
5. Public facilities are available to serve the property.

6. The area is currently characterized by residential homes.

STAFF DISCUSSION

These revised lots meet the area and bulk requirements for square footage according to
Deadwood City Ordinance.

1. The North Arrow is shown on the plat with a direct reference to the coordinate mapping
system.

Land is identified with a new legal description for the transfer of the land.

Surveyor’s Certificate is shown with the name of the surveyor and his registered plat.

A date is shown on the plat and serves to “fix in time” the data represented on the plat.
The street bounding the lot is shown and named.

All certifications are indicated and correct on the plat.

Dimensions, angles, and bearings are shown along the lot lines.

Scale of the plat is shown and accompanied with a bar scale.

Area’s taken out of the mineral survey and remaining acreage is indicated on the plat.
