A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF DOUGLAS, COCHISE COUNTY, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING
THE EXECUTION OF AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF DOUGLAS AND THE
SOUTHEASTERN ARIZONA GOVERNMENTS
ORGANIZATION (SEAGO) TO PROVIDE TECHNICAL
ASSISTANCE FOR DAVIS-BACON LABOR STANDARDS
REQUIREMENTS FOR THE SR-80 WEST UTILITIES
EXPANSION PROJECT.

WHEREAS, the city is extending water, sewer and broadband conduit infrastructure to the west for the
construction of a new Commercial Land Port of Entry; and

WHEREAS, the city has obtained federal grant funds that require contractors and subcontractors to
follow Davis-Bacon Labor standards; and

WHEREAS, through this Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA), SEAGO will provide technical
assistance for the review and compliance of Davis-Bacon wage requirements; and

WHEREAS, itis in the best interests of the City of Douglas to enter into an IGA and partner with SEAGO
to facilitate the SR-80 West Utilities Expansion Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the City of Douglas, Arizona,
as follows:

Section 1. The terms of the IGA are in the best interest of the City of Douglas.
Section 2. The Mayor, the City Manager, and the City Clerk are hereby authorized to execute and deliver
the Intergovernmental Agreement and collaborate with SEAGO and any related documents necessary to

consummate the transaction contemplated by this IGA.

Section 3. The officers of the City Council and the City of Douglas are hereby authorized and directed
to fulfill all obligations under the terms of the Intergovernmental Agreement.
