The earth tone
blue exterior with white trim introduces a fresh, inviting aesthetic that complements
the charm and character of the area without detracting from nearby historic
structures. The blue chosen is a light, muted tone selected to create a warm,
grounding and calming nature-inspired effect.

While the building itself is not historic, the updated color scheme will create a more
cohesive and welcoming presence within the district.

We plan to apply for a COA for the addition of a mural on one side of the building,
designed to serve as a subtie visual enhancement and welcoming feature for
visitors. The mural will be thoughtfully developed to reflect the character and identity
of the community while remaining compatible with the surrounding district. Public art
of this nature can contribute to placemaking by creating a recognizable and
engaging point of interest. This addition is intended to enhance the visitor
experience in a manner that is respectful of the site and supportive of local tourism
and economic vitality.
