
 
ORDINANCE NO. 854 

 
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 92.08 OF THE CODE OF 

ORDINANCES OF DYERSVILLE, IOWA, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING 
TO CUSTOMER DEPOSITS FOR WATER SERVICE 

 
BE IT ENACTED By the City Council of the City of Dyersville, Iowa: 
 
SECTION 1: SECTION MODIFIED.  Section 92.08, of the Code of Ordinances of the 
City of Dyersville, Iowa, is hereby repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof: 
   

92.08 CUSTOMER DEPOSITS.  There shall be required from every customer 
not the owner of the premises served a two-hundred-dollar ($200.00) 
deposit intended to guarantee the payment of bills of service.  The deposit 
shall be returned when the applicant discontinues using water and when all 
bills of the applicant due the City are paid.  
 

SECTION 2: SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision, or part of this 
Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not 
affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof 
not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional. 
 
SECTION 3: WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This Ordinance shall be in effect on May 1, 2023, 
after final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
