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ARTICLE II. - DEFINITIONS  

2.72A Shipping Container. A receptacle designed for intermodal transport of cargo aboard ship, 

truck trailer, or rail car, and which exhibits features designed to facilitate the movement of 

containerized cargo, including but not limited to corner fittings for pins, design for stacking, size 

dimensions of eight (8) feet wide by eight (8) or ten (10) feet high by twenty (20), thirty-five (35), or 

forty (40) feet in length, and which is otherwise designed and constructed in conformance with 

standards for shipping containers as set forth by the International Standards Organization. 

2.72B Shipping Container Facility. A facility that provides storage for shipping containers awaiting 

transport or next use.
