This is the Durst Building, a 3-story red brick commercial building built at the corner of an alley and Main
Street. It has a remodeled storefront that retains a traditional window-to-wall ratio and includes display
space on the alley side along with a single-leaf entry door to the upper stories on the easternmost bay of
the facade. The upper fagade is 3 bays in width, with the outer bays containing two 1/1 windows and
the center bay penetrated by a row of three windows. Windows on the second story of the facade are
flat-topped, while those on third and on the alley {west) side have segmental-arched openings with flat-
topped historic sash intact. The building is capped by a metal cornice with large end brackets, modil-
lions, dentils and a paneled frieze; centered along the cornice is a flat metal parapet bearing the name
“Durst” and the date, 1919. The Dursts operated a furniture store and funeral home, dating from 1904.
