Charter Amendment Resolution 01-2026

1. Section 4, entitled “Election; term,” is to be
amended to clarify that three, rather than four, town
councilman shall be elected and hold a four - year
term in office.

2. Section 5, entitled “Qualifications” is to
be amended to require that the mayor and town
councilman may not have been previously convicted
of a felony or any of the following offenses: 1)
embezzlement; 2) bribery; 3) extortion; 4) subornation
of perjury; 5) treason; or 6) perjury. Section 5 is also
to be amended to clarify that a previous “conviction”
shall be defined as a finding of guilt and sentencing by
a court for one of the aforementioned offenses.
Section 5 is also to be amended to require that, upon
conviction of one or more of the aforementioned
offenses, a currently - serving mayor or town
councilman may no longer hold their position.

3. Section 13, entitled “Ordinances,”
paragraph (a), entitled “Passage,” is to be amended to
clarify that three, rather than four, town councilmen
may suspend meeting requirement to adopt or change
town ordinances.

4. Section 13-14, entitled “Election of the
Mayor and Councilmen,” is to be amended to clarify
that registered voters of the Town of Barton shall elect
three, rather than four, town councilmen every four
years.
