BACKGROUND:

To access the state criminal justice database to report statistical information as required by law,
query wanted and missing persons, entering missing persons and stolen items, each law
enforcement agency in Minnesota needs to have in place an agreement with the Minnesota
Department of Public Safety, Bureau of Criminal Apprehension (BCA).

City of Grand Rapids utilizes Micheles Law as a criminal prosecuting attorney. Recognizing that
such material is pivotal to a prosecuting attorney, the State requires fully executed JPA and Court
Services Amendment.

City attorney Chad Sterle approved this agreement.
