A RESOLUTION OF THE GREELEY CITY COUNCIL OFFICIALLY NAMING THE
PARK AT THE TRAILS AT SHEEP DRAW SUBDIVISION AS HAZELTON PARK

WHEREAS, dedicated park property of approximately 13 acres has been established
within the “Trails at Sheep Draw” subdivision within the City of Greeley; and

WHEREAS, solicitation of suggested park names was publicized to the general public in
March, 2019 culminating with over 80 submissions collected, including multiple suggestions to
name the park “Hazelton Park™; and

WHEREAS, the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board reviewed all submissions and, in
conjunction with their evaluation, reviewed a document entitled “The Hazelton Community”
which was assembled by the Hazelton School in 1951, refers to the land encompassing this park
site, and recorded some of the pioneer history of the region from the late 1800’s; and

WHEREAS, the name Hazelton (Frank Hazelton) refers to one of the earliest settlers and
ranching families in the area; and

WHEREAS, the Hazelton Community was later referred to as the “Sheep Draw”; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Greeley Municipal Code Chapter 2.29.060, paragraph (6), the
Parks and Recreation Advisory Board is “to recommend to the City Council the name of new
parks or renaming existing parks under the jurisdiction of the Department of Culture, Parks and
Recreation’, and;

WHEREAS, at the April 5, 2019 regular meeting of the Parks and Recreation Board, the
Board recommended naming this new park as “Hazelton Park".

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF GREELEY, COLORADO:

Section 1 .The City Council hereby officially names the neighborhood park within the
Trails at Sheep Draw subdivision as “Hazelton Park”.

Section 2. This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon its passage, as
provided by the Greeley City Charter.
