RegistraƟon 
(or UpdaƟng Address): 

 
You can register by one of the following 
methods: 

• Online 
at Michigan.gov/VoterRegistraƟon 
 
• At a Secretary of State branch office 
 
• At your city or township clerk’s office or 
your county clerk’s office 
 
• At any state agency that provides public 
assistance or services to people with 
disabiliƟes 
 
• By mailing in a completed voter 
registraƟon applicaƟon postmarked at 
least 15 days before the elecƟon; or, 
 
• Through a voter registraƟon drive 
 
Within 14 days before the election, all 
applications must be submitted to your 
local city or township clerk’s office in 
person.

VoƟng Method #1 
ABSENTEE 

 
Any registered voter can vote with an 

absentee ballot.  There is no requirement 
for an excuse. 

 

There are 2 steps to this process: 
 

1) Submit a ballot applicaƟon to your 
local clerk (unless you have 
previously submiƩed a permanent 
ballot applicaƟon) 
 

2) Return your voted ballot by mail, 
in person or absentee ballot drop 
box  
(Located at Township/City Hall) 

 
BALLOTS MUST ARRIVE AT CLERK’S 

OFFICE BEFORE 8:00 PM ON 
ELECTION DAY
