NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Mayor and City Council of the City of 

Independence hereby proclaims May 12 – 18, 2022 as Police Week in the City of Independence, and call 

upon all our citizens to make every effort to express appreciation to these men and women who are 

willing to sacrifice their lives, if necessary, to guard us and our loved ones against all who would violate 

the law;  

and BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That we invite all citizens to reflect and remember two 

Independence Police Officers, Harold Humphrey Pearce and Pitt McClellan Doxsie, who lost their lives in 

service to our community. These men will forever be remembered for their ultimate sacrifice. Presented 

this 13th day of May 2024.
