WHEREAS, American women have been leaders, not only in securing their own rights of suffrage and equal opportunity, 

but also in the abolitionist movement, the emancipation movement, the industrial labor movement, the civil rights 

movement, and other movements, especially the peace movement, which create a more fair and just society for all; and 

 

WHEREAS, despite these contributions, the role of American women in history has been consistently overlooked and 

undervalued, in the literature, teaching and study of American history; 

 

WHEREAS, the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, that March 

is designated as “Women’s History Month”  

 

WHEREAS, the President issues a proclamation each March, calling upon the people of the United States to observe 

March as Women’s History Month with appropriate programs, ceremonies, and activities.
