City Attorney has recorded Moser Family’s 32-acre donation with the County.

Effective January 1, 2026, per contract with Waste Connections, a 1.82% CPI adjustment and
an increase in tip fee from recycling processor, Smurfit Westrock, will increase monthly rates
to $9.66 per home for trash, and $8.40 per home for recycling.
