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Item Title: Proclamation - National Preparedness Month (September 2025)

DISCUSSION:

September is National Preparedness Month (NPM) which is sponsored by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) within the Department of Homeland Security. National Preparedness
Month encourages Americans to take steps to prepare for emergencies in their homes, businesses, schools,
and communities. FEMA's Ready Campaign, the correlating public education outreach campaign,
disseminates information to support the general public prepare for and respond to emergencies, including
natural disasters and potential terrorist attacks. The goal of NPM is designed to encourage and educate
Americans on how to take simple steps to prepare for emergencies in their homes, businesses and
communities. This campaign will empower Americans to be prepared for and respond to emergencies and
natural disasters.

The Town of Juno Beach has participated in annually promoting "National Preparedness Month”. The
Town's Staff wants to ensure that residents, stakeholders, and businesses have all the tools necessary to
be prepared for whatever emergencies may occur (ranging from natural disasters such as hurricanes,
flooding, and drought to cyber and/or terrorist attacks).

Staff will have a display
including useful resources and handouts set up in the lobby for residents and will be available to answer
any questions that may arise throughout the month of September.
