Juneau's HRC Score Breakdown

Ms. Foroughi and Ms. Mesch spoke to the notice received from the Human Rights Campaign of Juneau
receiving a perfect score on the Municipal Equality Index. Ms. Mesch did highlight some areas of
improvement that CBJ and the Assembly could work towards. CBJ has a policy related to inclusivity for
employees but does not have a policy in place for contractors or consultants so CBJ lost points on inclusivity;
lost points for not having anything specific for older LGBTQ+ and lastly, since we don’t know what legislation
the state may change we need to be proactive at the city level.

Juneau Human Rights Commission (JHRC) Appointment

Per Resolution 2738, the Juneau Human Rights Commission is a seven member commission appointed
by the Assembly for staggered three-year terms. There are currently two vacant seats on the
commission with terms beginning immediately and ending May 31, 2025.

MOTION: by Ms. Gladziszewski to forward to the full Assembly for approval, the recommendation to appoint
Camille Mauch to the Juneau Human Rights Commission for a term beginning immediately and ending May
31, 2025. Hearing no objection, motion passed.

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2. Building Code Advisory Committee (BCAC) Appointment

Per Resolutions 1116 and 1130; the Building Code Advisory Committee (BCAC) is a five member
committee with staggered 3-year terms. Committee members, to the extent possible, shall represent
the following fields: Architects, Electrical Engineers, Civil Engineers, Mechanical Engineers and
Contractors. There is currently one seat up for renewal with terms beginning immediately and ending
November 30, 2025. The incumbent has applied for reappointment as well as one other member of the
public.

MOTION: by Ms. Hughes-Skandijs to forward to the full Assembly for approval, the recommendation to
reappoint Patrick Gorman to the Building Code Advisory Committee for a term beginning immediately and
ending November 30, 2025. Hearing no objections, motion passed.

3. Juneau Commission on Sustainability (JCOS) Appointment

Per Resolution 2755, the Commission shall be comprised of nine members appointed by the Assembly.
There is currently one vacant seat on JCOS for a term beginning immediately and ending June 30, 2023.
Since the term ends within 6 months, the committee can choose to appoint the interested applicant to
finish out the 6-month term as well as appoint to a full-term running July 1, 2023 and ending June 30,
2026.

MOTION: by Ms. Gladziszewski to forward to the full Assembly for approval, the recommendation to appoint
Laura Achee to the Juneau Commission on Sustainability to finish out an unexpired 6-month term then for a
full-term beginning July 1, 2023 and ending June 30, 2026. Hearing no objection, motion passed.

4. Local Emergency Planning Committee Appointments

The LEPC serves as a community coalition advising staff on emergency management issues, reviews the
emergency response plan for CBJ and functions, when necessary, as the Local Emergency Planning
Committee under SARA Title Ill. The Assembly nominates applicants and final appointments are done by
the State Emergency Response Commission. A memo from Deputy Clerk Cathcart in the HRC packet
outlines which LEPC seat is requiring action as well as a recommended motion.

MOTION: by Ms. Hughes-Skandijs to forward to the full Assembly for approval, the recommendation to
forward to the State of Alaska Emergency Response Commission reappointments and appointments to the
Local Emergency Planning Committee as outlined in Deputy Clerk Cathcart memo dated January 27, 2023.
Hearing no objections, motion passed.

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5. Resolution 3020 A Resolution Amending the City and Borough of Juneau Personnel Rules Related to a
Sign-on Bonus Policy

HRRM Director Dallas Hargrave gave a review of his memo included in the packet and asked for any
guestions from committee members. Ms. Hughes-Skandijs stated the memo and resolution look good and
hopefully there are some standards in place to keep people from quitting only to apply again in hopes of
receiving a bonus. Mr. Hargrave noted that staff included a timeframe so employees don’t “boomerang”.
Chair Smith asked if there were various options in place around bonuses or relocation. Mr. Hargrave said
flexibility in spreading out a bonus or relocation was incorporated into the resolution; this would allow CBJ
and the prospective employee to find what works best for both CBJ and the potential employee.

MOTION: by Ms. Gladziszewski to forward Resolution 3020 to the full Assembly for action. Hearing no
objection, motion passed.
