Re: Kay Drive Extension Proposal 

 
Background information:  
The owner of parcel has requested driveway access off the end of Kay Drive. The 
current alignment and road termination does not lend itself to a safe driveway 
access. The owner has been working with City staff to extend Kay Drive and to allow 
for a safe driveway connection and the owner is willing to enter into an easement 
agreement for the same. See attached sketch showing the proposed extension area. 
All expenses related to the installation of the extension of Kay Drive within said 
easement, including but not limited to, design, excavation, grading, base material, 
pavement and ancillary concrete, and all restoration will be the responsibility of the 
property owner. A separate watermain re-location will be associated with this work 
but will be at the discretion of Kaukauna Utilities.
