culture but have also enriched the lives of countless individuals through their wisdom, kindness, and

Whereas, it is our duty to honor and acknowledge the contributions of these Keepers of the Land who 

have nurtured the cultural heritage of the California Yokuts and who continue to serve as bridges 

between the past, the present, and the future; 

Now, therefore, we, the undersigned, do hereby proclaim: 

That Santa Maria Rancheria California Yokuts be recognized, with deep appreciation for their dedication, 

wisdom, and contributions to the preservation of indigenous knowledge. 

That we express our heartfelt gratitude for their tireless efforts in ensuring the continuation of the 

California Yokuts' cultural legacy. 

That we acknowledge the ancestral land of the California Yokuts, recognizing their enduring relationship 

with the land and its inherent significance.
