Evaluation and Appraisal Report amendments every seven (7) years), these GOPs are being
provided as reference and not made part of the officially adopted Water Supply Facility Work
Plan. These amendments will be processed concurrently with, but not made part of, the WSP

update.

The City will continue to provide annual review of system demand
and supply, and to update facilty demand and capacity
information based on issuance of development permits. The City
will also prepare and include considerations of being a
regional provider that may sell water in the future.

The City will maintain a water supply facilities work plan that is
coordinated with SFWMD’s 20183 Lower East Coast Regional
Water Supply Plan and Palm Beach County by updating its own
work plan within 18 months of an update to SFWMD’s 20183
Lower East Coast Regional Water Supply Plan.

By March, 20275, the City shall coordinate with SFWMD and
update develep the City’s a 10-year water supply facilities work
plan considering the Lower East Coast (LEC) Regional Water
Supply Plan. The City hereby adopts by reference the “City of
Lake Worth 202014 10-Year Water Supply Facilities Work Plan”,
dated December2014. The City shall send a letter to SFWMD
which identifies projects for future water supply needs of the City.
Projects must be selected from the LEC Regional Water Supply
Plan or must be prior approved by SFWMD.
