1. Approval of an Indemnification / Hold Harmless Agreement with the Pochurek Family Revocable
Trust. (Audio 2:28)

e Presenter: Byron Flagg (Gray Robinson), Levy County Attorney

e Discussion: On August 26, 2025, the BoCC received notice from the attorney representing the
Pochurek Family Revocable Trust that “It has come to the Trust’s attention that, as part of the
Bird Creek Boat Ramp Improvements — Phase Il (County ITB _2025_008; FWC Agreement
22154), the County recently constructed two (2) covered picnic pavilions and associated eight-
foot-wide timber boardwalks immediately south of Highway 40, west of the existing public boat
ramp. Photographs taken May 2025 (copy enclosed) show these structures situated wholly on
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the south side of the roadway; in other words, on lands described in the Trust’s deed.” On April
10, 2026, the BoCC received notice from its hired surveyor that “In my professional opinion,
after considering the evidence, the Pochureks own from the South right-of-way of State Road 40
to the Mean High-Water Line in the area encompassing the subject pavilions. Anything beyond
that is sovereign lands. In other words, a portion of the pavilions lies within the property of the
Pochureks.”

e Action Taken: Comm. Mills made a motions to approve with the exception that parcel #
02308100-00 is the only parcel to be included into the agreement. County Attorney and
Attorney representing the Pochurek Family Revocable Trust agree to have only 1 parcel in
this agreement. 2 other parcels mentioned in the contract will be removed.

o Isaac Young (Inglis) — Praised the property owner for working with the county to come to
agreement on matter. He stated that this property is very valuable to Inglis.
