1. Approve a Resolution Declaring Temporary Burn Ban Due to Drought Conditions  (Audio 2:45 ) 

 Presenter: Mary-Ellen Harper, County Manager 
 Discussion:  Emergency Management, Public Safety, and the Sheriff have collaborated with the 

BoCC on the recommendation to enact a burn ban due to high gusting winds, hard freezes, and 
extremely dry conditions. Resolution 2026-5 was presented for BoCC consideration and 
adoption. The resolution will lapse in 7 days if not renewed by the Chairman, Vice Chairman or 
the County Manager. This burn ban does not interfere with land clearing, agriculture or 
silviculture permitted activities through the State of Florida.  

 Terry Witt (Bronson)- Why is the number of days seven for the resolution?  
 Chief Harrell, Director of Public Safety- clarified for Mr Witt that it is by law that the resolution 

stands for seven days. The seven days allows for monitoring the weather conditions and also 
limits local governments from having unnecessary lengthy restrictions. Gave further weather 
outlook and ground conditions that have contributed to this burn ban being brought forward.
