The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) assigned your application for a
Department of the Army permit, which the Corps received on February 14, 2017, the
file number SAJ-2011-02160. A review of the information and drawings provided
indicates that the proposed work would result in the construction of 21 oyster habitat
restoration sites over unvegetated bottoms to encourage oyster seeding. The project
is located at Lone Cabbage Reef located 3 kilometers south of the mouth of the
Suwannee River, in Section 29, Township 15 South, Range 12 East, Levy County,
Florida. The specific locations of each of the proposed restoration structures with an
associated aid to navigation are as follows:

. Commencement Notification: Within 10 days from the date of initiating the
work authorized by this permit the Permittee shall provide a written notification
of the date of commencement of authorized work to the Corps at the address
provided in Special Condition #1.

. Self-Certification: Within 60 days of completion of the authorized work or at
the expiration of the construction authorization of this permit, whichever occurs
first, the Permittee shall complete the attached “Self-Certification Statement of
Compliance” form and submit to the Corps at the address provided in Special
Condition #1. In the event that the completed work deviates, in any manner,
from the authorized work, the Permittee shall describe, on the Self-Certification
Form, the deviations between the work authorized by the permit and the work
as constructed. Please note that the description of any deviations on the Self-
Certification Form does not constitute approval of any deviations by the Corps.

. Fill Material: The Permittee shall use only clean fill material for this project.
The fill material shall be free from items such as trash, debris, automotive
parts, asphalt, construction materials, concrete block with exposed
reinforcement bars, and soils contaminated with any toxic substance, in toxic
amounts in accordance with Section 307 of the Clean Water Act.

. Manatee Conditions: The Permittee shall comply with the 2013 “Standard
Manatee Conditions for In-Water Work” provided as an attachment to this
permit.

. Sea Turtle and Smalltooth Sawfish Conditions: The Permittee shall comply
with National Marine Fisheries Service's “Sea Turtle and Smalltooth Sawfish
Construction Conditions” dated March 23, 2006 and provided as an
attachment to this permit.

. Agency Changes/Approvals: Should any other agency require and/or
approve changes to the work authorized or obligated by this permit, the
Permittee is advised a modification to this permit instrument is required prior to
initiation of those changes. It is the Permittee’s responsibility to request a
modification of this permit from the Tampa Permits Section. The Corps
reserves the right to fully evaluate, amend, and approve or deny the request
for modification of this permit.
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8. Assurance of Navigation and Maintenance: The Permittee understands and
agrees that, if future operations by the United States require the removal,
relocation, or other alteration, of the structures or work herein authorized, or if
in the opinion of the Secretary of the Army or his authorized representative,
said structure or work shall cause unreasonable obstruction to the free
navigation of the navigable waters, the Permittee will be required, upon due
notice from the Corps of Engineers, to remove, relocate, or alter the structural
work or obstructions caused thereby, without expense to the United States. No
claim shall be made against the United States on account of any such removal
or alteration.

9. Cultural Resources/Historic Properties: No structure or work shall
adversely affect impact or disturb properties listed in the National Register of
Historic Places (NRHP) or those eligible for inclusion in the NRHP.

a. If during the ground disturbing activities and construction work within the
permit area, there are archaeological/cultural materials encountered
which were not the subject of a previous cultural resources assessment
survey (and which shall include, but not be limited to: pottery, modified
shell, flora, fauna, human remains, ceramics, stone tools or metal
implements, dugout canoes, evidence of structures or any other physical
remains that could be associated with Native American cultures or early
colonial or American settlement), the Permittee shall immediately stop all
work and ground-disturbing activities within a 100-meter diameter of the
discovery and notify the Corps within the same business day (8 hours).
The Corps shall then notify the Florida State Historic Preservation Officer
(SHPO) and the appropriate Tribal Historic Preservation Officer(s)
(THPO(s)) to assess the significance of the discovery and devise
appropriate actions.

b. Additional cultural resources assessments may be required of the permit
area in the case of unanticipated discoveries as referenced in
accordance with the above Special Condition ; and if deemed necessary
by the SHPO, THPO(s), or Corps, in accordance with 36 CFR 800 or 33
CFR 325, Appendix C (5). Based, on the circumstances of the discovery,
equity to all parties, and considerations of the public interest, the Corps
may modify, suspend or revoke the permit in accordance with 33 CFR
Part 325.7. Such activity shall not resume on non-federal lands without
written authorization from the SHPO for finds under his or her
jurisdiction, and from the Corps.





c. Inthe unlikely event that unmarked human remains are identified on
non-federal lands, they will be treated in accordance with Section 872.05
Florida Statutes. All work and ground disturbing activities within a 100-
meter diameter of the unmarked human remains shall immediately
cease and the Permittee shall immediately notify the medical examiner,
Corps, and State Archeologist within the same business day (8-hours).
The Corps shall then notify the appropriate SHPO and THPO(s). Based,
on the circumstances of the discovery, equity to all parties, and
considerations of the public interest, the Corps may modify, suspend or
revoke the permit in accordance with 33 CFR Part 325.7. Such activity
shall not resume without written authorization from the State
Archeologist and from the Corps.

This letter of authorization does not give absolute Federal authority to perform the
work as specified on your application. The proposed work may be subject to local
building restrictions mandated by the National Flood Insurance Program. You should
contact your local office that issues building permits to determine if your site is
located in a flood-prone area, and if you must comply with the local building
requirements mandated by the National Flood Insurance Program.

STANDARD MANATEE CONDITIONS FOR IN-WATER WORK
2011

The permittee shall comply with the following conditions intended to protect manatees from direct project
effects:

a. All personnel associated with the project shall be instructed about the presence of manatees and
manatee speed zones, and the need to avoid collisions with and injury to manatees. The
permittee shall advise all construction personnel that there are civil and criminal penalties for
harming, harassing, or killing manatees which are protected under the Marine Mammal Protection
Act, the Endangered Species Act, and the Florida Manatee Sanctuary Act.

b. All vessels associated with the construction project shall operate at "ldle Speed/No Wake” at all
times while in the immediate area and while in water where the draft of the vessel provides less
than a four-foot clearance from the bottom. All vessels will follow routes of deep water whenever
possible.

C. Siltation or turbidity barriers shall be made of material in which manatees cannot become
entangled, shall be properly secured, and shall be regularly monitored to avoid manatee
entanglement or entrapment. Barriers must not impede manatee movement.

d. All on-site project personnel are responsible for observing water-related activities for the presence
of manatee(s). All in-water operations, including vessels, must be shutdown if a manatee(s)
comes within 50 feet of the operation. Activities will not resume until the manatee(s) has moved
beyond the 50-foot radius of the project operation, or until 30 minutes elapses if the manatee(s)
has not reappeared within 50 feet of the operation. Animals must not be herded away or harassed
into leaving.

e. Any collision with or injury to a manatee shall be reported immediately to the Florida Fish and
Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) Hotline at 1-888-404-3922. Collision and/or injury
should also be reported to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service in Jacksonville (1-904-731-3336) for
north Florida or Vero Beach (1-772-562-3909) for south Florida, and to FWC at

f. Temporary signs concerning manatees shall be posted prior to and during all in-water project
activities. All signs are to be removed by the permittee upon completion of the project. Temporary
signs that have already been approved for this use by the FWC must be used.

A second sign measuring at least 8 ¥2” by 11" explaining
the requirements for “Idle Speed/No Wake” and the shut down of in-water operations must be
posted in a location prominently visible to all personnel engaged in water-related activities.

SEA TURTLE AND SMALLTOOTH SAWFISH CONSTRUCTION CONDITIONS

The permittee shall comply with the following protected species construction conditions:

a.

The permittee shall instruct all personnel associated with the project of the potential presence of
these species and the need to avoid collisions with sea turtles and smalltooth sawfish. All
construction personnel are responsible for observing water-related activities for the presence of
these species.

The permittee shall advise all construction personnel that there are civil and criminal penalties for
harming, harassing, or Killing sea turtles or smalltooth sawfish, which are protected under the
Endangered Species Act of 1973.

Siltation barriers shall be made of material in which a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish cannot
become entangled, be properly secured, and be regularly monitored to avoid protected species
entrapment. Barriers may not block sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish entry to or exit from
designated critical habitat without prior agreement from the National Marine Fisheries Service’s
Protected Resources Division, St. Petersburg, Florida.

All vessels associated with the construction project shall operate at “no wake/idle” speeds at all
times while in the construction area and while in water depths where the draft of the vessel
provides less than a four-foot clearance from the bottom. All vessels will preferentially follow
deep-water routes (e.g., marked channels) whenever possible.

If a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish is seen within 100 yards of the active daily
construction/dredging operation or vessel movement, all appropriate precautions shall be
implemented to ensure its protection. These precautions shall include cessation of operation of
any moving equipment closer than 50 feet of a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish. Operation of any
mechanical construction equipment shall cease immediately if a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish is
seen within a 50-ft radius of the equipment. Activities may not resume until the protected species
has departed the project area of its own volition.

Any collision with and/or injury to a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish shall be reported
immediately to the National Marine Fisheries Service’s Protected Resources Division (727-824-
5312) and the local authorized sea turtle stranding/rescue organization.

Any special construction conditions, required of your specific project, outside these general
conditions, if applicable, will be addressed in the primary consultation.

Block 18

The project will consist of restoring natural oyster reefs that have degraded in recent decades by placing
durable substrate in the form of locally sourced limestone rock and shell on what is at present sand and
shell hash bars to provide nucleation sites for oyster larvae to settle and accrue to form an oyster reef.
This human-constructed oyster bar will be made of a combination of rock and shell interrupted by
following the naturally occurring gaps in the historic oyster reef creating openings for tidal exchange.
Reef elevation will mimic adjacent healthy intact oyster reef communities with highest elevation areas
exposed at low tide and submerged by approximately 1.5 ft of water at high tide. The constructed reef
will provide vertical relief and complex structure with a high interstitial space: surface area ratio. Vertical
relief will recreate historic elevation profiles of intact reef based on elevation profiles from adjacent
healthy reef. This will promote retention of freshwater on the landward side of the reef complex to
promote estuarine habitat conditions. Complex interstitial space will provide microhabitats for oysters,
crabs, fish, and oyster reef associated meiofauna. Because the rock is a durable substrate, as oyster
populations vary due to natural changes in recruitment and mortality, the rock nucleation sites will persist
allowing for oyster re-colonization and reef growth. This project will take place within a Class 11
Waterbody, within an Outstanding Florida Waterbody, within the Big Bend Seagrasses Aquatic Preserve.
This project will build upon previous approved efforts to restore oyster bars in this same location (see
DEP Consolidated Environmental Resource Permit and Sovereignty Submerged Lands Authorization 38-
307861-003-El and NOAA Permit F/SER31:NB SER-2013-11483, provided as supplemental files).





Block 19

This project builds upon earlier permitted pilot projects in this same locale (see supplemental files for
copies of permits), which demonstrates the effectiveness of the proposed action. This work is also
supported by approximately 10 years of research that has documented since the 1980's oyster reef habitat
in this region of Florida's Gulf of Mexico coastline has decline by about 60% with greater losses (88%)
occurring in "offshore™ oyster reef habitats which occur as remnants of historic coastlines. Our research
suggests that the period of decline in these oyster reefs coincided with a nine-fold increase in the
occurrence of low-flow events in the Suwannee River. During periods of low-flow/high salinity, oyster
populations suffer from declines in recruitment and increases in mortality. As the frequency of these
events increases, oyster shell biomass declines reducing the available oyster shell suitable for oyster
larvae to settle in grow. Since most of the oyster bars in our study area are built on riverine sediments, in
absence of suitable substrate for oyster settlement and growth, the extant oyster reefs are no longer
resilient to disturbance and are unable to re-establish following natural mortality events. As the physical
structure and associated elevation of these bars is lost as they degrade from oyster reef to sand bar, their
capacity to entrain freshwater and nutrients declines causing changes in the Suwannee River estuary and
broader spatial and ecosystem scales. Under future climate change scenarios, oyster populations are at
risk of further decline due to mechanisms described above. We believe the provision of durable structure
that allows for oyster larvae re-colonize reefs following mortality events and allow for the persistence of
this key ecological and physical feature critical to the Suwannee River estuary ecosystem.





Block 23

Manatee conditions - The proposed work location is shallow, non-vegetated, and unlikely to be a manatee
habitat use area. Regardless all project personnel will be instructed about actions to take in the presence
of manatees and the risk of civil and criminal penalties for harming, harassing or killing of manatees
protected under the Marine Mammal Protection Act, ESA, and Florida Manatee Sanctuary Act. All
vessels shall operate at idle/no wake in the immediate area to minimize risk of interaction with manatee.
If manatees are sited with 50 ft of operation all activities will shut down until the manatee moves beyond
50-ft or after 30 minutes. Any collision or manatee injury shall be reported to FWC at 1-888-404-3922
and USFWS 1-904-731-3336. Turtle conditions - Following guidelines from FWC, all project personnel
will be instructed on the potential presence and actions to take in case marine turtles or diamondback
terrapins are present in study site. In case turtles are present, all in-water operations will be shutdown if a
marine turtle comes within 50-ft of operation until the turtle exits the area of 30 minutes of time passes
with the animal not being seen. Turtle collisions or injury will be reported to same authorities as with
manatee. Smalltooth sawfish conditions - Following guidelines from FWC, all project personnel will be
instructed on the potential presence and actions to take in case smalltooth sawfish are present in study
site. In case smalltooth sawfish are present, all in-water operations will follow same guidelines as turtles
and manatees and appropriate agencies (NOAA and FWC) will be notified.

Your application for a Department of the Army permit received on July 22, 2011, has been
assigned the file number SAJ-2011-02160. A review of the information and drawings provided
shows the work involves the construction of 7oysetr habitat restoration sites over 0.78 acres
unvegetated bottoms to encourage oyster seeding. Specifically, the proposed restoration sites
consist of placing 7 70-foot-wide by 70-foot-long structures constructed using clam bags filled
with shellfish cultch that staked to the ocean bottom to restore oyster seeding locations within
Lone Cabbage Reef. 1.16 feet of each structure would be exposed at mean low low water and
would be submerged under 1.63 feet at mean high water. The work also involves the installation
of an aid to navigation associated with each of the restoration sites. The proposed project is
located within the Gulf of Mexico on bare, non-vegetated bottoms within a relict oyster bar
system known as Lone Cabbage Reef. Lone Cabbage Reef located 3 kilometers south of the
mouth of the Suwannee River, in Section 29, Township 15 South, Range 12 East, Levy County,
Florida.

SEA TURTLE AND SMALLTOOTH SAWFISH CONSTRUCTION CONDITIONS

The permittee shall comply with the following protected species construction conditions:

a.

The permittee shall instruct all personnel associated with the project of the potential presence of
these species and the need to avoid collisions with sea turtles and smalltooth sawfish. All
construction personnel are responsible for observing water-related activities for the presence of
these species.

The permittee shall advise all construction personnel that there are civil and criminal penalties for
harming, harassing, or Killing sea turtles or smalltooth sawfish, which are protected under the
Endangered Species Act of 1973.

Siltation barriers shall be made of material in which a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish cannot
become entangled, be properly secured, and be regularly monitored to avoid protected species
entrapment. Barriers may not block sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish entry to or exit from
designated critical habitat without prior agreement from the National Marine Fisheries Service’s
Protected Resources Division, St. Petersburg, Florida.

All vessels associated with the construction project shall operate at “no wake/idle” speeds at all
times while in the construction area and while in water depths where the draft of the vessel
provides less than a four-foot clearance from the bottom. All vessels will preferentially follow
deep-water routes (e.g., marked channels) whenever possible.

If a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish is seen within 100 yards of the active daily
construction/dredging operation or vessel movement, all appropriate precautions shall be
implemented to ensure its protection. These precautions shall include cessation of operation of
any moving equipment closer than 50 feet of a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish. Operation of any
mechanical construction equipment shall cease immediately if a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish is
seen within a 50-ft radius of the equipment. Activities may not resume until the protected species
has departed the project area of its own volition.

Any collision with and/or injury to a sea turtle or smalltooth sawfish shall be reported
immediately to the National Marine Fisheries Service’s Protected Resources Division (727-824-
5312) and the local authorized sea turtle stranding/rescue organization.

Any special construction conditions, required of your specific project, outside these general
conditions, if applicable, will be addressed in the primary consultation.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The permittee is authorized to conduct oyster reef restoration at 7 sites in and near Lone
Cabbage Reef from East Pass of the Suwannee River to the north end of Deer Island. The
project will consist of human-constructed oyster bars made of a combination of oyster culich
surrounded by mesh bags of live oysters formed in 70 1t by 70 {1 squares place on the edges of
naturally occurring cuts in historic oyster reefs in a Class I Waterbody, within an Outstanding
Florida Waterbody, within the Big Bend Seagrasses Aquatic Preserve. Authorized activities are
depicted on the attached exhibits.

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Sovereionty Submereed Lands Authorization

The activity is located on sovereignty submerged lands owned by the State of Florida, 1t
therefore also requires authorization from the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement
Trust Fund {Board of Trustees), pursuant to Article X, Section 11 of the Florida Constitution,
and Section 253.77, FS, and Chapter 258, FS As staff to the Board of Trustees of the Internal
Improvement Trust Fund (Board of Trustees) under Sections 253.002, IS, the Department has
determined that the activity qualifies for and requires a Letter of Consent, as ong as the work
performed is located within the boundarics as described and is consistent with the terms and
conditions herein.

SPZECWEC CONDITIONS — CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES

2, If prehistoric or historic artifacts, such as pottery or ceramics, stone tools or metal implements,
dugout canoes, or any other physical remains that could be associated with Native American cultures, or
early colonial or American settlement are encountered at any time within the project site area, the
permittee shall cease all activities involving subsurface disturbance in the immediate vicinity of such
discoveries. The permittee shall contact the Florida Department of State, Division of Historical Resources,
Review and Compliance Section at (850) 245-6333 or (800) 847-7278, as well as the Departiment of
Environmental Protection at 904-256-1700. Project activities should not resume without verbal and/or
written authorization from the Division of Historical Resources. In the event that unmarked human
remains are encountered during permitied activities, all work shall stop immediately and the proper
authorities notified in accordance with Section 872.05, Florida Statutes. The following excerpt from
872.05 Unmarked Human Burials is provided for informational purposes:

§72.05(4) DISCOVERY OF AN UNMARKED HUMAN BURIAL OTHER THAN DURING AN
ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATION --When an unmarked human burial is discovered other than
during an archaeological excavation authorized by the state or an educational mstitution, alf activity that
may disturb the unmarked human burial shall cease immediately, and the district medical
examiner shall be notified. Such activity shail not resume unless specifically authorized by the
district medical examiner or the State Archaeologist.

3 All wetland areas or water bodies which are outside the specific limits of construction authorized
by this permit shall be protected from erosion, siltation, scouring, cxcess turbidity, or dewatering.
Turbidity curtains, hay bales, and other such erosion/turbidity control devices shall be installed pursuant
to Chapter 6 of The Florida Land Development Manual, A Guide to Sound Land and Water Management,
prior to the commencement of dredging, filling, or construction activity. The devices shall remain
functional at all times and shall be maintained on a regular basis. Turbidity and/or sedimentation
resulting from any activitics associated with the project shall not be allowed to enter waters of the State.
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4. This permit does not authorize the removal of any vegetation within the jurisdictional area.

5. Qutside the specific limits of construction authorized by this permit, any disturbance of or damage
to wetlands shall be corrected by restoring pre-construction clevations and planting vegetation of the same
species, size, and density that exist in adjacent undisturbed wetland areas.

6. The structure authorized by this permit shall not be placed on any property, other than that owned
by the permittee, without the prior written approval of that property owner.

7. Outside the specific limits of construction authorized by this permit, the permittee shall not
entrench any water, sewer, cable, or utility lines within wetlands, place unpermitted fill material or
structures within wetlands, or place sod or landscape material (timers, rock, ete.) within the wetlands.

8. Outside the specific limits of construction authorized by this permit, the permittee shall restore any
altered ground contours within the wetlands to an elevation consistent with that of the adjacent wetlands
so as to maintain natural hydration, vegetation, and drainage patterns.

9. No dredging, filling, or other construction activity, including the removal of tree stumps and/or
vegetative root masses, shall be conducted within the wetlands other than that performed within the
specifically authorized work corridor,

10.  The project shall comply with applicable State Water Quality Standards, namely:
(a) Surface Waters, Minimum Criteria, General Criteria — 62-302.500,
{b) Class 11l Waters — Recreation, Propagation and Maintenance of a Healthy, Well-Balanced
Population of Fish and Wildlife, - 62-302.400.
{¢) CLASS Il Waters - Shellfish Propagation or Harvesting - 62-302.400

11. All wetland areas or water bodies, which are outside the specific areas of construction authorized
by this permit. must be protected from erosion and siltation. :

12, 'This permit does not authorize any fandscaping within the wetlands, to include the planting or
removal of any trees, plauts, sod/grasses, or flowers.

13.  There shall be no storage or stockpiling of tools. equipment, materials (i.e., lumber, pilings, riprap,
and debris) within wettands, along the shoreline within the littoral zone. or elsewhere within waters of the
state unless specifically approved in this permit. Any and all construction debris shall be removed from
wetlands/waters of the state within 14 days of completion of the work authorized by this permit.

14, The transplantation/relocation of live oysters must be authorized by a Stock Collection
and Release Special Activity License issued by the Fish and Wildlife Conservation
Commission, Division of Marine Fisheries Management. Applications are avaiiable at:

15, All shellfish material, nets, bags, racks or other designated markers that are placed on or in the
water shall be clean and free of preservatives including creosote, oils and greases, debris, litter, or other
pollutants. -
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16.  All materials, other than materials placed in the water or on submerged state lands to establish or N
enhance oyster or clam habitat, shall be anchored to the bottom. Shellfish cultch placed on state |
submerged land for the purpose of establishing shellfish reefs shall be recognized as material placed 1o |
enhance oyster or clam habiiat. *

17.  Racks, bags, and cages used in the culture operation shall be removed from the water during all
mechanical cleaning, maintcnance and repair operations. Mechanical or hydraulic devices shall not be
used below the water for the cleaning of the submerged structures or for the harvesting of shellfish, This
does not prevent the permittee’s use of hand tools for cleaning shellfish and structures underwater. \

SPECIFIC MANATEE CONDITIONS

18.  All personnel associated with the project shall be insteucted about the presence of manatees and
manatee speed zones, and the need to avoid collisions with, and injury to manatees. The permiitee shall
advise all construction personnel that there are civil and criminal penalties for harming, harassing. or
killing manatees which are protected under the Marine Mammal Protection Act, the Endangered Species
Act, and the Florida Manatee Sanctuary Act.

19, All vessels associated with the construction project shall operate at "Idle Speed/No
Walke™ at all times while in the immediate area and while in water where the draft of the vessel
provides less than a four-foot clearance from the bottom. All vessels shall follow routes of deep
water whenever possible.

20.  Siltation or turbidity barriers shall be made of material in which manatees cannot |
become entangled, shall be properly secured, and shall be regularly monitored to avoid manatee
entanglement or entrapment. Barriers shall not impede manatee movement,

21, All on-site project personnel are responsible for observing water-reiated activities for the
presence of manatees. All in-water operations, including vessels, shall be shutdown if a

manatee comes within 50 feet of the operation. Activities shall not resume until every manatee -
has moved beyond the 50-foot radius of the project operation, or yntil 30 minutes has elapsed
wherein a manatee has not reappeared within 50 feet of the operation. Animals shall not be
herded away or harassed into leaving.

22, Any collision with or injury to & manatee shall be reported immediately to the Florida
Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) Hotline at 1-888-404-3922. Collision
and/or injury should also be reported to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service in Jacksonville (1-
904-731-3336) for norih Florida or Vero Beach (1-772-562-3909) for south Florida, and to
FWC at lmperiledSpeciesi@myFWC.com

23, Temporary signs concerning manatees shall be posted prior to and during all in-water
project activities. All signs are to be removed by the permittee upon completion of the project.
Temporary signs that have already been approved for this use by the FWC must be used. One
sign which reads Caution: Boaters must be posted. A second sign measuring at least 8 /2" by
L1" explaining the requirements for “ldle Speed/No Wake” and the shut down of in-water
operations must be posted in a location prominently visible to all personnel engaged in water-
related activities. These signs can be viewed at MyFWC com/manatee. {Juestions concerning
these signs can be sent to the email address listed above.
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SPECIFIC MARINE TURTLES/TERRAPINS CONDITIONS

24.  To provide protection to marine turtles that may be found within the project site, FWC
recommends that all in-water operations, including vessels, should be shutdown if a marine turtle comes
within 50 feet of the operation. Activities should not resume until the animal(s) have moved beyond the
50-foot radius of the project operation, or until 30 minutes elapses if the animal(s) has not reappeared
within 50 feet of the operation. Animals must not be herded away or harassed into leaving.

25, Additionaily, any collision with or injury to a marine turtle shall be reported
immediately te the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) Hotline at 1-
888-404-3922, and to FWC at ImperiledSpecics@myFWC.com. Collision and/or injury
should also be reported to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (for north Florida, Jacksonville 1-
904-731-3336 or for south Florida Vero Beach 1-772-362-3509).

26.  Tominimize potential adverse impacts upon diamondback terrapins within the project
area, FWC recommends that all personnel associated with the project should be instructed about
the presence of this species and the need to avoid collisions with, and injury to, them. To avoid
collisions, the same precautions should be taken for diamondback terrapins as are outlined for
marine turtles. Vessel shutdown is recommended when a diamondback terrapin comes within
50 of the operation and activities should not resume until the animal(s) has moved beyond 30
feet, or until 30 minutes have elapsed if the animal(s) has not reappeared within 50 feet of the
operation. Additionally, take and possession of diamondback terrapins is regulated by FAC
68A-25.002(6).

SPECTFIC CONDITIONS — OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES

27.  The permittee shall follow the attached Management Plan for the Suwannee Sound
Oyster Restoration Project.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS - MONITORING/REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
28 The permittee shall monitor the mitigation site as follows:

{(a) Within 30 days of completion of each oyster bag revetment, the permittee shall submit notification to
the Departivient, and a location map of the site.

{(b) The perinittee shail monitor the mitigation area by submitting a written report to the Departiment at
the address shown in Specific Condition number 2, supported by photographs of the restoration area,’
every six (0) months from completion of construction. Provide data, photographs or other information that
depicts the presence of indicators in support of the restoration of the site, wildlife observations, or other
information may be submitted by the permities at their discretion.

{c) At the end of the first two years of monitoring, the permittee may request in writing that the
DEP review the efficacy of the monitoring to determine whether or not the frequency or
parameters of the monitoring program should be changed.
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GENERAL CONDITIONS

(h The following general conditions shall be a part of all permits issued pursuant to this chapter and
Chapter 40B-4, FAC, unless waived or modified by the Board upon a determination that the conditions
are inapplicable to the activity authorized by the permit.

(a} All activities shall be implemented as set forth in the plans, specifications and performance criteria
as approved by this permit. Any deviation from the permitted activity and the conditions for undertaking
that activity shall constitute a violation of this permit,

(b) This permit or 2 copy thereof, complete with all conditions, attachments, exhibits, and
modifications, shall be kept at the work site of the permitied activity. The complete permit shall be
available for review at the work site upon request by District statf, The permittee shall require the
contractor to review the complete permit prior to commencement of the activity authorized by this permit.
(c) Activities approved by this permit shall be conducted in a manner which do not cause violations of
state water quality standards.

(dy Prior to and during construction, the permitiee shall implement and maintain all erosion and
sediment control measures (best management practices) required to retain sediment onsite and to prevent
violations of state water quality standards. All practices must be in accordance with the guidelines and
specifications in chapter 6 of the Florida Land Development Manual: A Guide to Sound Land and Water
Management (Florida Department of Environmental Regulation 1988), which is incorporated by
reference, unless a project specific erosion and sediment control plan is approved as part of the permit, in
which case the practices must be in accordance with the plan. If site specific conditions require additional
measures during any phase of construction or operation te prevent erosion or control sediment, beyond
those specified in the erosion and sediment control plan, the permittee shall implement additional best
management practices as necessary, in accordance with the specifications in chapter 6 of the Florida Land
Development Manual: A Guide to Sound Land and Water Management (Florida Departrment of
Environmental Regulation [988). The permittee shall correct any erosion or shoaling that causes adverse
impacts to the water resources.

(e) Stabilization measures shall be initiated for erosion and sediment control on dlS‘EUlbbd

areas as soon as practicable in portions of the site where construction activities have temporarily or
permanently ceased, but in no case more than seven days after the construction activity in that portion of
the site has temporarily or permanently ceased.

() At least 48 hours prior to commencement of activity authorized by this permit, the

permittee shall submit to the District a Construction Commencement Notice Form No. 40B-

1.901(19) indicating the actual start date and the expected completion date.

(2) When the duration of construction will exceed one year, the permittee shall submit

constryction status reports to the District on an annual basis utilizing an Annual Status Report

Form MNo. 40B-1.901(20}. These forms shall be submitted during June of each following vear.
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For those systems which will be operated or maintained by an entity requiring an

casement or deed restriction in order to provide that entity with the authority necessary to operate or
maintain the system, such easement or deed restriction, together with any other final operation or
maintenance documents as are required by ss.40B-4.2030(2)g). FAC, and s.40B-4 2035, FAC, must be
submitted to the District for approval. Documents meeting the requirements set forth in these subsections
of District rules wili be approved. Deed restrictions, easements and other operation and maintenance
documents which require recordation either with the Secretary of State or Clerk of the Circuit Court must
be so recorded prior to lot or unit sales within the project served by the system. or upon completion of
construction of the system, whichever occurs first. For those systems which are proposed 1o be maintained
by county or municipal entities, final operation and maintenance documents must be received by the
District when maintenance and operation of the system is accepted by the local governmental entity.
Failure to submit the appropriate final documents referenced in this paragraph will result in the permittee
remaining Hable for carrying out maintenance and operation of the permitted system.

(i) Each phase or independent portion of the permitted system must be completed in accordance with
the permifted plans and permit conditions prior to the initiation of the permitted use of site infrastructure
located within the area served by that portion or phase of the system. Each phase or independent portion
of the system must be completed in accordance with the permitted plans and permit conditions prior to
transter ol responsibility for operation and maintenance of that phase or portion of the system to a local
government or other responsible entity.

(1) Within 30 days after completion of construction of the permitted system, or independent portmn of
the system, the permittee shall submit a written statement of completion and certification by a registered
professional engineer or other appropriate individual as authorized by law, utilizing the supplied As-Built
Certification Form. When the completed system differs substantially from the permitted plans, any
substantial deviations shall be noted and explained and two copies of as-built drawings submitted to the
District. Submittal of the completed form shall serve to notify the District that the system is ready for
inspection. The statement of completion and certification shall be based on on-site observation of
construction {conducted by the registered professional engineer, or other appropriate individual as
authorized by law, or under his or her direct supervision) or review of as-built drawings for the purpose of
determining if the work was completed in compliance with approved plans and specifications, As-built
drawings shall be the permitted drawings revised to reflect any changes made during consiruction. Both
the original and any revised specifications must be clearly shown. The plans must be clearly labeled as
"as-built” or "record" drawing. All surveyed dimensions and elevations shail be certitied by a registered
surveyor. The following information, at a minimum, shall be verified on the as-built drawings:

1. Pimensions and elevations of all discharge structures including all weirs, slots. gates, pumps,
pipes, and oil and grease skimmers;

2. Locations, dimensions, and elevations of all filter, exfiltration, or underdrain systems including
cleanouts, pipes, connections to control structures, and points of discharge (o the receiving waters;

3. Dimensions, elevations, contours, or cross-sections of all treatment storage areas sufficient to
determine stage-storage relationships of the storage arca and the pumanem pool depth and volume below
the control elevation for normally wet systems, when appropriate;

4, Dimensions, elevations, contours, final grades, or ¢ross-sections of the system to determine flow
directions and conveyance of ranoff to the treatment system;
5. Dimensions, elevations, contours, final grades, or cross-sections of all convevance systems

utilized to convey off-site runoff around the system:
6. Existing water elevation(s) and the date determined; and
7. Elevation and location of benchmark(s) for the survey.
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k) The operation phase of this permit shall not become effective until the permittee has complied
with the requirements of the condition in paragraph (i} above, the District determines the system to be in
compliance with the permitted plans, and the entity approved by the District in accordance with s.408-
4.2035 accepts responsibility for operation and maintenance of the system. The permit may not be
transferred to such approved operation and maintenance entity until the operation phase of the permit
becomes effective. Following inspection and approval of the permitted system by the District, the
permittee shall request transfer of the permit to the approved responsible operation and maintenance
operating entity if different from the permittee. Until the permit is transferred pursuvant to chapter 40B-
4.1103. FAC, the permittee shall be liable for compliance with the terms of the permit.

h Should any other regulatory agency require changes to the permitted system, the permittee shall
provide written notification to the District of the changes prior to implementation so that a dcturmma‘uon
can be made whether a permit modification is required.

(m)  This permit does not eliminate the necessity to obtain any requued federal, state, local and special
District authorizations prior to the start of any activity approved by this permit. This permit does not
convey to the permittee or create in the permittee any property right, or any interest in real property, nor
does it authorize any entrance upon or activities on property which is not owned or controlled by the
permittee, or convey any rights or privileges other than those specified in the permit and in this chapter
and chapter 40B-4. FAC,

{(n) The permittee is hereby advised that $.253.77, FS, states that a person may not commence any
excavation, construction, or other activity involving the use of sovereign or other lands of the state, the
title to which is vested in the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund without obtaining
the required lease, license, easement, or other form of consent authotizing the proposed use, Therefore,
the permittee is responsible for obtaining any necessary authorizations from the Board of Trustees prior to
commencing activity on sovereignty lands or other state-owned lands.

() The permittee shall hold and save the District harmless from any and all damages, claims, or
liabilities which may arise by reason of the activities authorized by the permit or any use of the permitted
system. ‘

" {p) Any delineation of the extent of a wetland or other surface water submitted as part of the permit
application, including plans or other supporting documentation, shall not be considered specifically:
approved unless a specific condition of this permit or a {ormal determination under $.373.421(2), FS.
provides otherwise.

(q) The permittee shall notify the District in writing within 30 days of any sale, conveyance, or other
transfer of ownership or control of the permitted system or the real property at which the permitted system
is located. All transfers of ownership or transfers of a permit are subject to the requirervents of chapter
40B-4.1130, FAC The permittee transferring the permit shall remain liable for any corrective actions that
may be required as a result of any permit violations prior to such sale, conveyance or other transfer. Upon
reascnable notice to the permittee, District authorized staff with proper identification shall have
permission to enter, inspect, sample and test the system to insure conformity thh the plans and
specifications approved by the permit.

{(r) If historical or archacological artifacts are discovered at any time on the project site, the permittee
shall immediately notify the District.
() The permittee shall immediately notify the District in writing of any previously submitted

information that is later discovered to be inaccurate.
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(2y  Inaddition to those general conditions set forth in ss.(1), the Governing Board may impose on any
permit granted under this chapter and chapter 40B-4, FAC, such reasonable project specifie conditions as
arc necessary (o assure that the permitted system will not be inconsistent with the overall objectives of the
District or be harmiful to the water resources of the District. Upon receipt of notice of intended agency
action, any substantially affccted person shall have the right to request a hearing in accordance with
5.40B-1.511 and 40B-1.521, FAC :

GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR SOVEREIGNTY SUBMERGED LANDS
AUTHORIZATION

Any use of sovereignty submerged lands is subject to the following general conditions are
binding upon the applicant and are enforceable under Chapter 253, FS and Chapter 258, FS

1. Sovereignty submerged lands may be used only for the specified activity or use. Any
unauthorized deviation from the specified activity or use and the conditions for undertaking that
activity or use will constitute a vickation. Violation of the authorization will result in
suspension or revocation of the applicant’s use of the sovereignty submerged lands unless cured
to the satisfaction of the Board of Trustees,

2. Authorization under Rule 18-21.005, Florida Administrative Code (FAC), conveys no
titie to sovereignty submerged lands or water column, nor does it constitute recognition or
acknowledgment of any other person’s title to such land or water.

3. Authorizations under Rule 18-21.005, FAC, may be modified, suspended or revoked in
accordance with its terms or the remedies provided in Sections 253.04, FS and Chapter 18-14,
FAC. \

4, Structures or activities will be constructed and used 10 avoid or minimize adverse
impacts (o resources.

5. Construction, use, or operation of the structure or activity will not adversely affect any
species which is endangered, threatened or of special concern, as listed in Rules 684-27.003,
68A-27.004, and 68A-27.005, FAC.

6. Structures or activities will not unreasonably inferfere with riparian rights. When a
court of competent jurisdiction determines that riparian rights have been unlawtully affected,

General description.

This management plan is for the Suwannee Sound Oyster Restoration Project, located at 7 sites in and near
Lone Cabbage Reef, Levy County, Florida, from East Pass of the Suwannee River to the north end of Deer
Island. This project will consist of human-constructed oyster bars made of a combination of oyster culich
surrounded by mesh bags of live oysters formed in 70° X 70° squares, placed on the edges of naturally
occurring cuts in historic but degraded oyster reefs. This management pla.n is for the period after
construction of the restored reef is comnpleted.

Feriod of Performance — short term and leng term

The project will be constructed during spring and early summer 2012 by contractors managed by
University of Florida researchers. The oyster reef will be evaluated for performance during the ensuing 2
years by University of Florida researchers. If the project is successful during that time based on the criteria
below, the project will then move into the stewardship phase, with the Suwanee River Water Management
District becoming the steward for the project.

Managers.

All phases of the construction and monitering periods will be managed by University of Florida researchers
from the Department of Wildlife Ecology and Conservation. When the reef has passed 2 years
postconstruction it will be evaluated for success. If it is successful under the criteria described, the steward
thereafter for the site will be the Suwanee River Water Management District.

Success criteria

'Oysters in the northern Gulf of Mexico (GOM) are relatively short-lived (cf 2 years), and oyster reefs
throughout the GOM often naturally undergo dramatic population fluctuations as a result of droughts and
floods that may radically alter salinity, predation, disease and other conditions important for oyster
survival. It is not uncommon for entire reefs to becotne mostly or entirely depopulated, and then recolonize
over the course of years or decades. 'At high salinities, oysters are highly susceptible to disease and heat
stress, and marine predators become more dense and active, Mortality is consequently very high on all age
classes during these periods, and with low recruitment, populations may go locally extinct. During periods
of lower salinities, oysters may thrive and often show very high recrnitment, often resulting in sudden
“sets” of a single dense year class of young oysters, During periods of very low salinities, oysters may be
killed outright during even short exposure periods. Thus while oysters are adapted to & wide range of
salinities typical of fluctuating estuaries, prolonged high or low salinities can strongly drive populatmns
even to local extinction.

During the past 30 years, oyster reefs in the southern Big Bend of Florida’s coast (Wacassassa Bay to
Horseshoe Beach) have declined in area by over 60%, in a way that is permanent and does not appear to
mimic the longer term history of the area (Seavey et al. 2011). Indeed, many reefs have been lost entirely
that existed for at least 2,000 years before present. Declines appear to be driven by some combination of
altered salinities resulting from decreased river flows, sea level rise, and disease prevalence. Losses are
mast pronounced on the offshore bars (88%), and least at inshore sites {50%). The process of reef loss
seems to involve disappearance of most of the living oysters on the reef due to some combination of
increased mortality and lack of recruitment. If the adverse conditions continue for long enough, the ,
structure of the bar begins to break apart, and there is so little stable oyster shell left that recolomzat' R

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predation for spat and young oysters. Thus even during ensuing periods where salinities are favorable for
recolonization and recruitment, the reef cannot reform, and the loss of the bar appears to be permanent.
This restoration project is based on the idea that provision of stable structure (dense shell beds that do not
wash away) will enable oyster reefs to recolonize on a regular basis, even if they have undergone a long
period of unsuitable conditions. This is a key point to understand — success of this project is therefore not
dependent on having healthy oyster communities extant on the constructed reef at all times. In fact, we
expect there to be periods of one or more years in which most oysters on the constructed reef are dead.

For this reason we propose two different success criteria. The first set of criteria is for an evaluation to be
done immediately postconstruction, and the second to be done in the two years postconstruction,
Immediately postconstruction — the idea for this benchmark is that the constructed reef must offer stable
structure for oyster recruitment. To this end, the oyster reef must be completed in the location, at the
elevation, and in the configuration planned. Oyster bags and cultch must be stable and resilient to typical
tidal and storm driven wave action. In addition, the oyster bags that confine the reef must contain large
numbers of live oysters during the period immediately following construction. :

Evaluation period during the ensuing 2 years postconstruction:

This evaluation period is to search for evidence of nonperformance despite favorable conditions during an
extended period. During this two-year period, the constructed reef must be in a condition to receive and
retain oyster spat, juvenile oysters, and oyster reef fauna. Thus the oyster bar must remain intact, and at the
approximate elevation and location as constructed; the shell and bags must be stable and available for
colonization. Assuming that conditions in the 2 years postconstruction are conducive to oyster survival and
recruitment, (as evidenced by dominant salinity regimes and lack of catastrophic weather events such as
hurricanes and other major storms that would otherwise break apart the reef), the reef should also have
shown evidence of appreciable survival and recruitment of oysters within the bags, and colonization on the
loose culich in the center. This means a wide size range of oysters occutring throughout the reef, and
survival and recruitment that are within the range or exceeding the range of values collected from nearby
naturafly occurring reefs during the same time period. Oysters from within the bag wil! have begun to
grow vertically through the tops of the bags. Lack of performance wouid be constituted by lack of
survival, recruitment or growth on the constructed bar during periods when salinities, temperature and
weather are conducive to oyster growth, survival and recruitment as evidenced by parameters on other bars.
If conditions have been unfavorable for oyster survival and recruitment, however, a lack of growth and
survival on the bar during the first two years will not be taken as failure of this criterion.

Contingencies for lack of performance.

Should the project be declared unsuccessful using the criterion above, the constructed bar shall be
deconstructed. Since the majority of materials moved to the bar are naturally occurring on oyster bars (eg,
shell, cultch, live oysters and associated fauna), the only part of the reef that is considered for removal is
the bag material. The bag material and associated steel pins will be removed from the reef, leaving the
shell, shell fragments, and other bag contents on the reef.

In the event that the reef is highly altered in elevation, configuration, or pamally buried in sediments by
storm events, the manager may also elect to rebuild the reef to original specifications. If this is the case, the
manager will follow the same guidelines as in the original permit as to extent, elevation, construction
materials, and habitat and water quality protection.

An advanced float plan detailing locations, dates,
and times of activities shall constitute sufficient notice, provided that authorized personnel do not deviate from the
float plan and the float plan is filed with the nearest FWC Law Enforcement Dispatch Center at least 24 hours
prior to conducting SAL related activities.

Authorized Gear:
1) Winches to raise/lower clam bags.

2) Special Activity Licenses do not authorize any collection of marine mammals or marine turtles. The
collection of any other marine organism identified as a Florida Endangered and Threatened Species will
be permitted pursuant to the provisions of Chapters 68A-27 and 68B-8, F.A.C.

3) Marine organisms harvested pursuant to a SAL may not be sold or consumed unless specified otherwise
on this license.
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General License Conditions:

1) Any authorized personnel conducting activities pursuant to a Special Activity License (SAL) must have a
copy of the license signed by both the Commission and the licenseholder, complete with all attachments
as specified on the license, in his/her possession while conducting any activities requiring the SAL.

2) Special Activity Licenses may be suspended or revoked if authorized personnel listed on the permit have
violated FWC rules or policies, terms or conditions of the license, or have submitted false or inaccurate
information on their application.

3) Special Activity Licenses are non-transferable.

Reporting Requirements: A Stock Collection and Release SAL holder must submit the following documentation
to fulfill reporting requirements:

1) An activity report detailing all SAL-related harvest, relocation or release activities. The activity report is a
report other than any publications or technical, monitoring, or final reports. The activity report must
include common and scientific names of the marine organisms harvested and released (both targeted and
incidental), numbers and sizes harvested and released, locations of harvest and release by county, and
disposition of all marine organisms harvested. The activity report for a Stock Collection and Release SAL
involving prohibited species must also include the specific harvesting gear used. If mortality of a
prohibited species occurred during harvest or subsequent possession, the report must indicate the cause of
death if known.

2) A copy of any publications, technical, monitoring, or final reports that were generated as a result of work
conducted pursuant to the SAL. These reports must include the notation that research was conducted
pursuant to the specific Commission Special Activity License.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by FWC’s action may petition for an administrative proceeding
(hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 of the Florida Statutes. A person seeking a hearing on FWC’s action shall
file a petition for hearing with the agency within 21 days of receipt of written notice of the decision. The petition must
contain the information and otherwise comply with section 120.569, Florida Statutes, and the uniform rules of the Florida
Division of Administration, chapter 28-106, Florida Administrative Code. Upon such notification, the Licensee shall
cease all work authorized by this license until the petition is resolved. The enclosed Explanation of Rights statement
provides additional information as to the rights of parties whose substantial interests are or may be affected by this action.
