Following discussion,
Skip Russell offered a motion, seconded by Logan Hunt, to authorize the Administrator
to approve any change orders to the Bike Flow Trails Project up to the maximum amount
of $163,780.00 and contingent on further approval by LCDBG. The motion carried with
the following votes:
