VI. Intergovernmental and local issues update.

POLICE:

From June 17 through June 30, 2026, Lake Forest Park Police Department Patrol Officers,
Detectives, and Support Services Officers responded to a total of 312 calls for service. These
calls included both incidents dispatched by NORCOM and officer-initiated activities. The
breakdown below summarizes the types of calls handled during this reporting period.

June 18, Interim Police Chief Zanella, Commander Adams, and several Lake Forest Park Police
officers and detectives attended the end-of-the-school-year celebration at the Lake Forest Park
Civic Club.

Our
officers were there to provide traffic control, ensure everyone's safety, and, most importantly,
enjoy spending time with the students and their families.

June 30, Lake Forest Park honored Sergeant Rob Gross as he retired following 28 years in law
enforcement. Sgt. Rob Gross joined the Lake Forest Park Police Department in October 1998.
Throughout his distinguished career, Sgt. Gross has been a dedicated mentor, trainer, and
leader. He served as a Field Training Officer (FTO), SWAT operator, and firearm instructor.
Additionally, he earned a reputation as one of the department’s most proactive DUI
enforcement officers.

Promoted to Sergeant in 2016, Sgt. Gross has continued to exemplify professionalism,
leadership, and dedication to public safety. Sgt. Gross’s contributions to the Lake Forest Park
Police Department have left a lasting impact on the agency, its employees, and the community
he has faithfully served for almost three decades.

Traffic Safety

Traffic related incidents for June 2026

Tracking the DUI:

e At almost 1:00am, an anonymous person called 911 to report a possible DUl driver. The

reporting party guided officers to where the driver was, and the officers found the

driver near Blue Heron Park. The male was arrested and booked into Lynwood jail for
DUI.
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Distracted/Reckless driving:
e A vehicle was observed driving off the road with both front and back tires on the
sidewalk. The driver admitted to looking at a text message, causing her to lose control of
her vehicle.

Fleeing Motorcycles:

e June 19, two motorcycles were pulled over at the 14900blk of SR 522 with no visible
plates. The officer attempted to initiate a traffic stop, but both motorcycles took off
heading southbound towards Seattle. A pursuit was not initiated, and the violators were
not caught.

e Avehicle was pulled over for expired registration from 2024. Upon further investigation,
it was found that the driver had a suspended license and no insurance.

e A vehicle was observed performing an illegal U-turn in the 3100blk of 154t St. Upon
further investigation it was found that the driver did not possess a driver’s license or
registration certificate and had no insurance.

e Atthe 3100blk of NE 145%™ St., a vehicle was stopped for initiating an illegal U-turn. An
inquiry revealed that the driver didn’t have a valid driver’s license and had no insurance.

Burke Gilman Trail:
e OnJune 18 at approximately 2:30pm, a small silver vehicle driven by an elderly woman
was seen turning onto the Burke Gilman Trail from NE 165t St. When officers arrived,
the driver had already pulled off the trail and was not found.

Suspended in the 2" degree:
e Adriver was pulled over for suspended license in the 2" degree but was unable to be
booked into Lynwood jail due to the jail not having male beds available.

Collision:

e At approximately 11:30am, a vehicle was attempting to enter the intersection of NE
178t St. and Brookside Blvd and did not see another vehicle traveling westbound. As
the first vehicle pulled into the intersection, they t-boned the second vehicle traveling
westbound.

e Atthe 3300blk of NE 178t St. a vehicle traveling westbound crossed over the center
lane causing a partial head-on collision with a vehicle traveling eastbound. The driver
traveling westbound explained that their dog had suddenly jumped into their lap,
causing them to drive into the oncoming traffic.

Disabled vehicle:
e A vehicle was seen at Horizon View Park on jacks with scattered parts nearby. Officers
spoke with the person who was around the vehicle and discovered they were not the
registered owner, the tabs were expired, and the vehicle had supposedly been there for
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at least a couple of days. The vehicle was towed and the driver was arrested for some
outstanding warrants.

You really can’t leave your vehicle there:
e Inthe 19500 block of Forest Park Dr., officers observed a camper parked in front of a
residence propped up by three cinder blocks and a car jack. The plates came back to a
Honda Pilot and the VIN number was invalid. A warning was given to the resident that

unregistered vehicles may not be parked within the city per LFMPC 10.12.012, and the
vehicle will be towed if not moved.

You don’t have to go home, but you can’t park there:
e Officers noticed multiple vehicles parked in the 16500blk of 35™ Ave. NE in a clearly
marked No Parking zone. Officers were able to make contact with the owners of the

vehicles who were helping someone move, and they all moved their vehicles to proper
parking locations.

Street & Park Repairs: Repaired potholes at multiple locations across the City and repaired
a damaged water line at Horizon View Park to restore reliable service.
