NEIGHBORHOOD COMPATIBILITY WORKSHEET

In order for your design review application for single-family residential
remodel/addition or new construction to be successful, it is important that you
considet your property, the neighborhood’s special characteristics that surround that
property and the compatibility of your proposal with that neighborhood. The
purpose is to help you understand your neighborhood befote you begin the
design process with your architect/ designer/builder or begin any formal
process with the City of Los Altos. Please note that this worksheet must be submitted with
your 1 application.

The Residential Design Guidelines encourage neighborhood compatibility without
necessarily forsaking individual taste. Vatious factors contribute to a design that is
considered compatible with 2 surrounding neighborhood. The factors that City
officials will be considering in your design could include, but are not limited to: design
theme, scale, bulk, size, roof line, lot coverage, slope of lot, setbacks, daylight plane,
one ot two-story, extetior materials, landscaping et cetera.

It will be helpful to have a site plan to use in conjunction with this worksheet. Your
site plan should accurately depict your property boundaries. The best soutce for this
is the legal description in your deed.

Photographs of your property and its relationship to your neighborhood (see below)
will be a necessaty part of your first submittal, Taking photographs before you start
your project will allow you to see and appreciate that your property could be within an
area that has a strong neighborhood pattern. The photographs should be taken from
across the street with a standard 35mm camera and organized by address, one row for
each side of the street. Photographs should also be taken of the properties on either
side and behind your property from on your property.

This worksheet/check list is meant to help you as well as to help the City planners and
Planning Commission understand yout proposal. Reasonable guesses to your answers
are acceptable. The City is not looking for precise measurements on this worksheet.
