 Properties located within the historic district as defined in section 14.02.031 shall have a minimum of 60 

percent front facade masonry and 50 percent overall facade masonry. Percent calculations are based on 

total exterior facades excluding window and door openings. Masonry is considered stone, brick, or 

cement stucco and excludes cementitious planking.
