*1 medium or large tree (type A or B) must be planted for every 40 linear feet of street frontage when

overhead utilities are absent. If overhead utilities are present, then 1 small tree (type C) must be planted
for every 20 linear feet of street frontage.

> 4 large and/or medium evergreen trees and 15 shrubs per 100 linear feet of the site development
boundary plus an opaque wall.
