Access: The Grantee and its agents shall have the right of reasonable ingress and

egress to, over and across the Grantor’s land adjacent to the Easement Area.

Buildings and Structures: The Grantor agrees within the Easement Area not to
construct or place buildings, structures, or other improvements, or place water,

sewer or drainage facilities; all without the express written consent of the Grantee.

Landscaping and Vegetation: No plantings and landscaping are allowed within the

Easement Area that will interfere with the easement rights herein granted. The Grantee has the right to trim or remove trees, bushes
and brush within the Easement Area without replacement or compensation hereinafter. The Grantee may treat the stumps of any trees,
bushes or brush to prevent re-growth and apply herbicides in accordance with applicable laws, rules and regulations, for tree and brush
control.

Elevation: After the installation of the facilities and final grading of the Easement Area, the Grantor agrees not to alter the elevation
of the existing ground surface by more than six (6) inches or place rocks or boulders more than eight (8) inches in diameter, within the
Easement Area, without the express written consent of the Grantee.

Restoration and Damages: The Grantee shall at its option, restore, cause to have restored or pay a reasonable sum for all
damages to property, crops, fences, livestock, lawns, roads, fields and field tile (other than trees trimmed or cut down and removed),
caused by the construction, maintenance or removal of said facilities.

Rights not granted to the Grantee: The Grantee shall not have the right to construct or place fences, buildings or any other
facilities other than the above Designated Facilities.

Reservation of use by the Grantor: The right is hereby expressly reserved to the Grantor, the heirs, successors and assigns, of
every use and enjoyment of said land within the Easement Area consistent with rights herein granted.

Binding Effect: This agreement is binding upon the heirs, successors and assigns of the parties hereto, and shall run with the lands
described herein.

Easement Brochure: As provided by PSC 113, the Grantor shall have a minimum period of five days to examine materials
approved or provided by the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin describing the Grantor's rights and options in the easement
negotiating process. The Grantor hereby voluntarily waives the five day review period or acknowledges that they have had at least
five days to review such materials.

Lands owned by Grantor:

Located in the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (NE'4 SE'4) of Section 1, Township
15 North, Range 3 East, City of Mauston, Juneau County, Wisconsin.

A strip of land ten (10) rods wide and eighty (80) rods long, off the south side of the southeast
quarter of the northeast quarter (SE%4 NE4) of Section One (1), Township Fifteen (15) North,
Range Three (3) East, containing five (5) acres of land more or less; Also the North ten (10)
acres of the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (NE%2 SE'4) of Section One (1),
Township Fifteen (15) North, Range Three (3) East, all in Juneau County, Wisconsin excepting
therefrom flowage rights heretofore granted.
