WHEREAS: Veterans Day, once called Armistice Day, originated as a national commemoration of the 
anniversary of the ending of World War I. Congress changed the name to Veterans Day 
in 1954 to expand the significance of the commemoration so that a grateful nation might 
pay homage to the veterans of all wars who have contributed so much to the preservation

WHEREAS: This year we celebrate the 67th anniversary of the Veterans Day Parade. On behalf of all 

Middletown residents, we will use this milestone to rededicate ourselves to honoring all 
the veterans who have served our great nation.
