WHEREAS, City of Mission residents should be sure everyone in the home understands the
sounds of the alarms and knows how to respond; and

and will therefore be more likely to survive a fire; and

WHEREAS, City of Mission first responders are dedicated to reducing the occurrence of home
fires and home fire injuries through prevention and public fire safety education; and

WHEREAS, the 2023 Fire Prevention Week theme, “Cooking Safety Starts with You. Pay
attention to fire prevention” effectively serves to remind us it is important to develop a home
escape plan with all members of the household and practice it regularly.
