REVIEW DATA

The subject site is located at the Southwest corner of W. 20% Street and N. Conway Avenue. The
owner of La Barra Drive Thru & Bubbles Mission Laundromat is proposing to place a food truck
in between both businesses to offer a variety of Mexican food. The applicant is proposing to have
3 picnic tables to allow their customers to sit and enjoy their food. Access to the site is provided
off of Conway Avenue and W. 20® Street.

e Days / Hours of operation: Monday — Friday from 11:00 am — 12:00 am, Saturday from
12:00 pm — 12:00 am and Sundays from 12:00 pm — 10:00 pm

e Staff: 2 or 3 employees will man this operation

e Parking & Landscaping: Based on the number of seating spaces and mobile food unit there
are 13 parking spaces that will be required for this business. There is a total of 37 parking
spaces available that are shared amongst the three businesses. The applicant will be required
to add landscaping.

REVIEW COMMENTS: Staff mailed out 14 notices to property owners within 200° radius and
as of this write up staff has not received any comments in favor or against this request.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval subject to:
1.) 1 year re-evaluation to access this new operation

2.) Acquisition of a business license,

3.) Compliance with all City Codes (Building, Fire, Health, etc.)
4) Re-Stripe parking lot and add additional landscaping.

5) Enclose commercial dumpster

6) CUP not transferable to others.
