Park Signage Discussion

A recommendation was made to revisit the park signage design. The objective was to look at
alternatives to the straightforward park signs. Staff obtained quotes for monument signs and
decorative signs alternatives for the parks.

Park Monument Sign

When speaking to Scenic Sign, the prevailing recommendation to the City was to have a
monument sign that is a minimum of 3' wide and 4' tall. A smaller 2’ x 3’ monument would get
lost within the parks. For an overarching cohesive look, the park monuments would mirror the
welcome signs. Scenic Sign quoted these monuments at $8,495 each for materials and
installation. Mockups of this option can be found in exhibit A.

Park Decorative Sign

Based on discussion on potential options for decorative signs, | obtained quotes for two designs.
Both designs have black square posts. The first design has the city logo separate from the park
name. The cost for each sign with this design is $3,195 for materials and installation. The second
design has the city logo and park name combined in one sign. The cost for each sign with this
design is $3,395 for materials and installation. Mockups of this option can be found in exhibit B
&C.

Park Straightforward Sign

For a point of reference, Advantage Signs & Graphics can only provide a straightforward sign and
components. Installation would be conducted by public works or volunteers. The cost for each
sign materials is $214. Mockups of this option can be found in exhibit C.
