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AWARD OF CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR THE REGIONAL WATER RECLAMATION FACILITY MONITORING 
WELLS PROJECT  

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Authorize the General Manager to award a contract for the construction of the Regional Water Reclamation 
Facility Monitoring Wells Project to Yellow Jacket Drilling Services, LLC, the lowest responsible bidder, in the 
amount of $184,350.00 plus a 10% contingency of $18,435.00 (total of $202,785.00) and to do all things 
necessary to complete the project. 

SUMMARY 
Mission Springs Water District (MSWD) intends to construct a municipal waste treatment plant, the Regional 
Water Reclamation Facility (RWRF), to support it septic to sewer program and growth in the Desert Hot Springs, 
California, community. The California Regional Water Quality Control Board Colorado River Basin Region 
(Regional Board) issued Waste Discharge Requirements for the RWRF (Order R7-2020-0011), including a 
provision that requires the installation of a groundwater monitoring well network to monitor changes to 
groundwater quality as a result of the proposed RWRF discharges. 

ANALYSIS 
Staff received and publicly opened two bids as outlined in the Bid Summary attachment. After review, staff 
qualified the bids and found Yellow Jacket Drilling Services, LLC to be the lowest responsive bidder. As such, Staff 
recommends award of contract to Yellow Jacket Drilling Services, LLC. The contract amount for the construction 
is under the Engineer’s Estimate of construction, compiled on November 4, 2021. 

FISCAL IMPACT AND STRATEGIC PLAN IMPLEMENTATION 
The Project was approved in the capital budget for an amount of $51,000,000, including design, CEQA, 
construction, construction management and inspection.
