1. OHMV Master Plan — Signage Plan Approved
The City Council is starting the year off with a bang, taking a major step forward
in implementing the City’s Off-Highway Motor Vehicle (OHMV) Master Plan by
approving the Designated Routes Signage Plan through Resolution 2026-2 on
January 13, 2026. This action is important because the signage plan
establishes clear, enforceable OHMV corridors and provides the safety and
route clarity needed for consistent public use and law enforcement
implementation, while supporting connectivity between trail access points and
local service and lodging facilities. Next steps include final sign fabrication and
installation throughout the designated routes, a community workshop focused
on public education, followed by a community ribbon-cutting event anticipated
within the next couple of months. Refer to the attached map of the OHMV

2. Tri-State Community Healthcare Center — Council Presentation
At this week’s City Council meeting, representatives from Tri-State Community
Healthcare Center provided an overview of the critical healthcare services they
deliver to the Needles community. Since 2011, Tri-State has served as a trusted
local provider and an essential partner in improving access to care in our region.
Their presentation highlighted the wide range of services available to residents,
including primary care, pediatrics, immunizations, dental, behavioral health,
pharmacy support, mobile clinic outreach, ultrasound, and telehealth. The City
of Needles appreciates Tri-State for engaging directly with the public, sharing
valuable resources, and increasing awareness of available healthcare options.
Their participation reinforced our shared commitment to improving patient
access and advancing health equity in Needles. Tri-State’s Needles clinic is
located at 820 W. Broadway Street and can be reached at (760) 326-0222.
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3. On-The-Go Health — Mobile Medical Clinic in Needles
San Bernardino County Department of Public Health continues to provide
convenient healthcare access in Needles through its “On-The-Go Health” Mobile
Medical Clinic. The clinic is available to Medi-Cal patients and those who have
applied for Medi-Cal, and offers both primary care and urgent care services,
including adult health screenings, diabetes and hypertension testing, pregnancy
testing, minor wound care, UTI testing, and hepatitis C screening. The mobile
clinic visits Needles every Thursday from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and is located
in the parking lot of the Transitional Assistance Department at 1090 E.
Broadway Street. Appointments are highly recommended to ensure timely
service. To schedule a mobile clinic appointment, residents may call 1(800) 722-
4777 (press 5) or visit dph.sbcounty.gov.

4. Tri-State Community Healthcare — Mixed Produce Community Giveaways
The City of Needles would like to recognize and thank Tri-State Community
Healthcare and its partners for their continued leadership and generosity in
providing Mixed Produce Giveaway events for local residents. Since the
beginning of the year, this effort has distributed more than 160,000 pounds of
fresh produce to families in our community, improving access to nutrition and
easing financial strain for households in need. The City also appreciates the
sponsors and supporters who make this program possible through ongoing
investment and collaboration. This initiative supports City Council goals by
strengthening community partnerships, improving quality of life, and promoting a
healthy, family-friendly community.
