BACKGROUND: 

The Sooner Theatre opened her doors for the first time in 1929 as the first movie theatre in the 
region built to show talking pictures. Local architect Harold Gimeno spared no expense while 
building the Spanish Gothic Style building, spending over $200,000. For nearly 50 years,  
The Sooner Theatre served as the most popular movie theatre in the area until the mid-1970s 
when multiplexes gained popularity and the single screened Sooner could no longer keep up 
with the demand. In 1975, the Sooner Theatre closed and stayed dark – nearly lost to the 
wrecking ball – until 1979 when a dedicated group of citizens refused to lose the theater, and 
appealed to the City of Norman under the aegis of the non-profit organization The Sooner 
Theatre of Norman, Inc.  

The City agreed to purchase the theatre and lease her to the organization. After the first phase 
of restoration, The Sooner Theatre opened her doors again in 1982 as a community performing 
arts center. 

The Sooner Theatre has become a beacon of light in the community’s historic downtown Walker 
Arts District, impacting the lives of audiences and children each year.
