Along with the application,
two demolition bids must be included for consideration. All qualified applications will be
reviewed and prioritized by the Oelwein City Council. Reimbursement of funds will be
awarded 30 days after demolition, once the final demolition invoice and proof of payment are
provided and a successful inspection is completed by a Code Enforcement Officer.

A qualified applicant may apply for funding demolition to more than one qualified property. A
qualified property may only receive a single award of program funds. Applications which are
not funded may reapply.
