RESOLUTION NO. 22-R-11 

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL TO APPROVE BARTLETT & WEST AS ENGINEERING OFFICIALS FOR THE 

CITY OF REPUBLIC QUIET ZONE STUDY 

WHEREAS, the City of Republic, Missouri, (herein called the "City") is a municipal corporation 

and Charter City located in Greene County, Missouri, being duly created, organized and existing under 

the laws of the State of Missouri; and 

WHEREAS, in September 2021, the City released to engineering and architectural firms in the 

region a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) to serve in the capacity as the engineering officials for the 

City’s Quiet Zone Study by preparing and providing the Engineering Study; and 

WHEREAS, a total of thirteen firms submitted qualifications for review, including the firm 

Bartlett & West; and  

WHEREAS, after scoring, the City determined Bartlett & West is best suited and qualified 

to serve as the engineering officials for the City’s Quiet Zone Study to prepare and provide the 

Engineering Study; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REPUBLIC, MISSOURI, 

AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1.  The City Administrator, or designee, on behalf of the City, is authorized to select 
and retain Bartlett & West to prepare and provide the Engineering Study for the 
City’s Quiet Zone Study, the cost of which shall not exceed $50,000. 

 
Section 2.  The City Administrator, or designee, on behalf of the City, is authorized to take 

the necessary steps to execute this Resolution. 

Section 3. The whereas clauses are hereby specifically incorporated herein by reference.  

Section 4. This Resolution shall take effect after passage as provided by law.
