Key Issues 

Age/Id Check 

The event is structured as an all-ages event, with wristbanding at gates to manage alcohol access. Only the 

designated beer garden area (by the volleyball court) will be restricted to those 21 and over. Hired security 

personnel and registered employees will be doing the ID checks. 
 

Parking, Traffic and Security 

Main customer parking will be at the neighboring strip mall (over 200 spaces); staff will use church parking 

(20–25 cars). Additional parking available on the event property. Announcements and flyers will direct 

attendees to appropriate parking areas to keep patrons from parking at neighboring businesses. 
 

Entry and exit: One-way traffic flow is recommended—entry via 2nd Street, exit via Elevator Road, as 

successfully implemented in previous events. At event end, barricades will be used to funnel vehicles out via 

2nd Street, minimizing congestion.  

Private hired security will manage parking lot flow; Roscoe Police Department may be required at key 

intersections (2nd Street and Elevator Road) during peak exit times.  
 

Three private security personnel will be present from open to close, rotating duties including ID checks, 

patrolling, and monitoring the strip mall lot.
