Why Partnerships?
● Martin V. Boise- Ninth Circuit’s landmark decision resolved that the 

Eighth Amendment prohibits cities from criminalizing the status of 
homelessness itself by punishing individuals for sleeping outside when 
they have nowhere else to go.

● Social Responsibility- Stakeholders expect a different approach in 
addressing non criminal matters utilizing specially trained experts to target 
underlying causes (mental health, domestic violence, drug addictions, 
inadequate support systems, etc..) in seeking long term solutions.

● Limited Resources- Public safety organizations have significant 
challenges to aid those facing chronic homelessness (lack of staff, 
funding, dedicated positions, lack of advanced training in trauma informed 
care, etc..)

● Public Safety- Responsibility to protect all members of the public 
while preserving the natural resources of our parks and trails.
