Unanimous with no one absent.

DISCUSSION OF ITEMS PULLED FROM THE CONSENT CALENDAR

-Impastato — moved to take items on the agenda out of order, seconded by Burke. Unanimous
with no one absent.

-Tanner - 6. Resolution Council Series No. C-7268 - Resolution to urge and request St. Tammany
Parish Recreation District No. 4 board to name the Lacombe gymnasium in honor of Chandler
Jeremy Laurent. (Impastato)

-Jimmy Laurent — spoke about Chandler Laurent.

-Jimmy Laurent, Jr. — said this is important to the family and they have been trying to get this
passed at the 10-year anniversary of his death in 2024.

-Impastato — made comments about Chanler Laurent.
-Impastato — moved to adopt, seconded by Burke. Unanimous with no one absent.

-Tanner - 2. Ordinance Calendar No. 8058 - Ordinance to extend for six (6) months the
moratorium on receipt of submissions by the Parish Planning and Zoning Commission for the
re-subdivision or re-zoning of certain property and/or on the issuance of certain permits by
the Parish Department of Planning and Development/Permits for the construction or
placement of certain building structures on property in the area bounded by Eleventh Street,
Lincoln Street, North Street, 11th Avenue, Hoffman Road, Parker Drive, Highway 59, the
Districts 5 and 11 boundary line, 5th Avenue, and Helenbirg Road (Ward 3, District 5).
(Phillips)

-Phillips — said he would like to extend this. He said the Parish is looking into buying a few
properties for drainage.

-Phillips — moved to introduce, seconded by Cazaubon.

-Tanner - 3. Ordinance Calendar No. 8059 - Ordinance to extend a six (6) month moratorium on
the receipt of submissions by the St. Tammany Parish Department of Planning and
Development and/or the issuance of permits by the Department of Permits and Inspections
for the construction or placement of any new residence or dwelling within Tammany Forest
subdivision, located within the geographic boundaries of Council District 7, east of Hwy 434
and on the east and west sides of Berry Todd Road. (Impastato)

-Impastato — said they have done a substantial amount of studying. He asked Daniel Hill to give
an update.

-Hill — gave an update on studies in this area and said they have completed the study and will be
beginning work soon.

-Impastato — moved to introduce, seconded by Burke.

-Tanner - 11. Ordinance Calendar No. 8067 - Ordinance to amend the 2026 Capital Improvements
Budget and Capital Assets — Amendment No. 4 — Justice Center Capital Projects.
(Corbin/Pres. Cooper)

-Laughlin — moved to introduce, seconded by Smith.
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-Tanner - 15. Ordinance Calendar No. 8071 - Ordinance to amend the 2026 Capital Improvement

Budget and Capital Assets — Amendment No. 6 — Reauthorization of Utilities, Facilities,
Library and Drainage Capital Projects. (Corbin/Pres. Cooper)

-Charles Branton — explained this project. He said he is not sure if this is realistically a good use
of taxpayer money and explained why. He made other comments about other major library
projects. He asked that they leave this money unallocated to ensure there is enough money
for other projects. He said he is not sure if they will use RFID. He said the new library in
Lacome could be the test site for RFID.

-Tanner — asked Annie Perkins to explain the restrictions.

-Perkins — explained that this can only be used for Library Capital projects. She said the money
will sit in this project until they move it to another project or remove it from this project.

-Council discussion ensued with comments from Cougle, Phillips, Corbin, O’Brien, and Binder.
-Corbin — moved to introduce, seconded by Binder.

-Tanner - 16. Ordinance Calendar No. 8072 - Ordinance to authorize the Parish of St. Tammany,
through the Office of the Parish President, to enter a Utility Services Agreement for water
and sewer services for Providence Parks Subdivision. (Ward 1, District 3) (Cazaubon/Pres.
Cooper)

-Timothy Ladd Williams — spoke about Central Services Water and his water bill.
-Cazaubon — made comments regarding this issue.
-Laughlin — asked administration what agreement they are entering into with Magnolia water.

-Chris Tissue — said this has nothing to do with Magnolia or Central Services. He said this is for
the Parish.

-Cazaubon — moved to introduce, seconded by Rolling.

-Tanner - 17. Ordinance Calendar No. 8073 - Ordinance to amend the Parish Code of Ordinances,
Part I, Chapter 10 — Animals, fowl and reptiles, Article IV. — Animal Control and Welfare to
update definitions, fee structures, policies and enforcement procedures. (O’Brien)

-O’Brien — asked Bremer to come up. She said she had a dangerous situation with an animal in
her district and discovered the fee schedule wasn’t up to date.

-Bremer — explained the changes/cleanup that this ordinance addresses. He said it modernized
the fee schedule.

-O’Brien — moved to introduce, seconded by Laughlin.

-Tanner - 4. Resolution Council Series No. C-7266 - Resolution to request the State Legislative
Delegation to repeal La R.S. 33:7728 which is special legislation regarding the St. Tammany
Parish Mosquito Abatement District. (Tanner/Impastato)

-Tanner — read a statement regarding this resolution.

-Joan Simon — said she cannot image why they are here trying to continue to attempt to take
over a well-functioning board that has been protecting the Parish from the dangers posed
by mosquitoes. She said West Nile virus exists and is in the Parish. She spoke further about
why she is against this resolution and said it needs to fail.

-Timothy Ladd Williams — said good governance is for the people, by the people, and of the
people. He said what they are doing is laughing in the face of the citizens of the Parish who
voted for the special dedicated tax districts. He said they are of the same party, except one,
so they are not reflective of the Parish. He said messing with dedicated tax funds is going to
enrage the people who have voted for this and the people who never vote for taxes do not
want them to have a slush fund for their general fund. He also spoke about the public health
issue concerning mosquitoes.

-Becky Bohm — said she is opposed to the resolution at present because she has some questions
about it. She said she is wondering what is the goal and the purpose of the resolutions. She
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asked how it will benefit them. She said she spoke to some Councilmembers as was told that

it is a done deal with the Mosquito Abatement District and this is just a concurrence. She

said she has concerns that she would like clarified because she is under the understanding

that if they vote for a millage for one entity, it should be used for that. She asked wouldn’t
the voters have to vote again.

-Tanner — responded that this is dedicated millage that is going to be used for Mosquito
Abatement.

-Lisa Rustemeyer — said she is also concerned about this. She spoke about how the Mosquito
Abatement was experts and well regarded, and if they let other people decide besides the
experts, it is going to become a political thing. She said she feels this resolution is very bad
for taxpayers because of the dedicated millage. She said once you vote for something and
you have a standard, that people should not come in and redo the whole system in the
middle of it.

-BJ Fontaine — said the voters have consistently voted for the dedicated districts, and he
appreciates them affirming that that’s where the money goes, but they also wanted to make
sure they had technical experts running those board so they would be apolitical but fact-
based places that manage the things that are important to them. He said they don’t want
them to take the management oversight and apply budgetary discretion and pressures. He
said they should leave it with the boards and work with the boards.

-Joycelyn Lowe — said if that is what they want, put it on the ballot and let the people vote on it
in the voting booth. She said any change in the direction of this Parish should be made by
the voters in the voting booth. She said the idea to remove the citizens’ authority on this ad
valorum tax is wrong. She said special district dedicates taxes protects the taxpayers from
potential misuse.

-Dr. Vicki Traina-Dorge — said she wanted to give some context where they started discussing at
the beginning of the year. She said she and Dr. Caillouet met with Council leadership to
discuss the Council’s interest in an annual review of their budget. She said they were asked
to change the statue 33:7728. She said they were specific in asking for a very limited statue
revision just to remove that the director of Mosquito Abatement did not have power over
the Board of Commissioners, and the section on obsolete border boundaries and the
insurance. She said they did not want to give up budgetary oversight by their Board of
Commissioners. She said a month later and an hour before their next meeting, and only given
days to respond, they were presented with Resolution C-7266. She said that was not what
they discussed for limited approval but eliminated all of 7728 with an additional inserted
1415 that they described can dissolve or consolidate the District into Parish Government.
She said with only days to respond, the board was rushed and she felt pressured to approve
it only in its entirety or they wouldn’t be able to place their millage on the ballot. She said
she voted for limited approval with the rest of the board. She said Dr. Caillouet sent Chair
Tanner their limited approval that was specific and they agreed to one line removing 7728
and not the line that included 1415 but also wrote that they wanted to work with the
Council. She said they wanted to interact with them. She said they want their oversight to
find a fair and transparent way for budget review by having budget discussions. She said the
statute 7728 specific for St. Tammany Mosquito Abatement District was codified by the state
decades ago and has been continually voted in favor by the taxpayer for board oversight that
has continued to provide the Parish with stellar predictable and affordable mosquito control,
and not that is at risk for being lost with the proposed changes. She made other comments
and expressed that this seems rushed. She requested they table and revise the resolution.
